	1. Explain count and non-count
Write “a”, “an” and “X” on the top of board, and at the bottom, write count and non-count nouns such as pen, car, milk, water, dog etc.
T: There is a, an, and X on the top, and some words are at the bottom. Let’s match the nouns with article.
T: (call student A) Student A, which article do we need for car?
Student A: “a”

T: Why did you put “a” in front of car?
S: Because there is only one car in the picture.
T: Good, how about dogs, student B?
Student B: X, because there are two dogs in the picture.
T: Great, How about water, student C?
Student C: Also X
T: And do you know why?
Student C: Yes, because we cannot count it.
T: Right, we cannot count the water, so we don’t need anything.
Explain to students that nouns like car, dog and pen are called count nouns because we can count with number. However, like water, milk and juice are called non-count nouns because we cannot count with number. So we cannot use article “a” or “an” in front of non-count nouns.
CCQ: What else we can count?
          What else we cannot count?
2. Explain article
Explain the first time you speak of something use "a or an", the next time you repeat that object use "the".

T: (hold a red marker in right hand and blue in left) What am I holding in right hand?
S: A red marker.
T: How about in left hand?
S: A blue marker
T: (Write ABC on the board) What color did I choose?
S: A red marker
T: Yes, I chose the red marker. (Point “the” and help the students repeat) 
T: Okay, here it another example. (hold a pen) What is this?

S: A pen.

T: Right, this is a pen. Now I will put this pen on the table.

    Now, where is it now?

S: It is on the table.

T: Yes, the pen is on the table.

Do several more time with students

Explain article “The” is used before nouns that are one and only in the world. (a specific object that both the person speaking and the listener know)
T: also article “The” is always follow nouns which is only one in the world.
    For example, I couldn’t see the sun this morning because of the weather. Why did I use “the” in front of noun “sun”?
S Because it is only one in the world.

T: Right, the sun is only one in the world.
    Give another example that is only one in the world.

3. Drilling 
    ( Simple Repetition Drill
Show students the substitution table. Tell students to listen and do not repeat. Point the substitution table while reading.
CCQ: what are you going to do?

After reading, ask students to listen and repeat.

CCQ: What are you going to do now?
Point the substitution table while reading and repeating with class.
( Substitution Drill

T: now, I will give one word to you. Once you got a word, make sentences using article. I will show you first. If I give a word “marker”, you will say, 

“I see a marker. The marker is red. The marker is short.”
Does everyone get it? Using right article.
CCQ: what are you going to do now?
