- To practice speaking by discussing with classmates and pairs.

- To express students’ own ideas of empathy with Ming-fu and Lee 

- To remember the details of the story.
- To improve scanning skill by answering the detail question


	Language Skills:

- Reading: comprehension and reading worksheet
- Listening: the students’ short speech about themselves

- Speaking: prediction, comparing and sharing ideas within classmates and pairs

-Writing: writing letters to Lee 


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: pronunciation related to vocabularies in the story

- Lexis: vocabulary used in the story

- Function: self expression and share ideas about the love at first sight and prediction of the story.

- Discourse: sharing experiences about writing letters to others and being rejected by others.

- Grammar: N/A


	Assumptions:

- Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works

- Ss are high-beginner level

- Ss have already experienced writing letters and being rejected by others 

- Ss have already known some vocabulary in the story

- They are mostly active. 

-  Familiar with sharing ideas and group work.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Ss don’t understand key vocabulary
→T tells example sentences using the key vocabularies. 
- Ss may not be able to pick up details from the reading
→Chunk the story and give them more time to read
- If time is short

→Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 Ss to share their opinions about activities when they love at first sight/being rejected by others
- If Ss finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,

→ Ask as many Ss as possible about their idea about the story and let them read the letter to Lee out loud.  Also give enough time to think to answer to the worksheets

Instruction
