	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will improve their reading skills by reading an article about “Extreme weather” and discuss with other students.

Secondary Aim:  Students will  immerse in the subject by reading an article about “Extreme weather”and writing  about it with partners.

Personal Aim: I want to finish the class on time.   

                        I want to get all my students’ attention while I am teaching.

                        I want to be  confident and want to present my voice higher.


	Language Skills:

- Reading:  Students will read an article about “Mexico hurricane” and a matching worksheet.

- Writing: Students will write about “Mexico hurricane” and a matching worksheet.

- Speaking: Students will discuss about the article with their team members and present as a reporter

- Listening: Students will listen teacher’s instructions, classmates’ ideas.

	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-how to discuss in English as they are intermediate level.

-how to contribute to a mind map on the board

-how to discuss their ideas with team members

-what happens when storm/tornado/hurricane comes.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

-  The lesson takes longer time than I expected

       Give the post activity as homework

-   Students don’t know the differences of hurricane, cyclones and tornado.

      Explain that cyclone and tornado are the same and they are violently spinning windstorm /hurricane is a tropical storm with wind and rain. Hurricanes are stronger than cyclone and tornado.

Greeting:

“Hello, everyone!! how are you doing?

It’s been raining a lot these days. I ‘ve seen some parts of country had flooded last week.

Is your house all alright??

<Eliciting and Prediction>

-showing Ss a picture I prepared

“what do you see in this picture?”

(lots of debris, building collapsed, trees that are broken and so on)

“what do you think is happened?

(tornado went through/ disaster, catastrophe/hurricane and so on)

-draw a mind map about disaster by nature-(tornado/hurricanes/cyclones/typhoon, flood, drought, earthquake, tsunami, hail, volcano, landslide/mudslide)
