	Aims:

Main Aim: Students will be able to know how to make comparisons/superlatives 
Secondary Aim:  Students will be able to distinguish transformational adjectives through this class. 
Personal Aim: I want to reduce my TTT and increase STT. 

                            I want to improve my ICQ’s and CCQ’S. 

                            I want to give Ss some feedbacks before finishing the class.
                            I want to finish my lesson efficiently within a short time 


	Language Skills:

- Speaking: Answering the questions
- Listening: Listen to other students, teacher’s instructions
- Reading: lesson contents on the board
- Writing: writing down their own idea on note


	Language Systems:

- Discourse: Answering to a teacher’s questions
- Phonology: None to discuss
- Lexis: Adjectives/Adverbs for comparatives
- Grammar: comparatives
- Function: -er, more/less than


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

- They have some knowledge about what a teacher is supposed to ask.
- They have to speak English in the classroom.
- They should follow teacher’s instruction.

- They have to answer to a teacher’s questions
- They need to concentrate their attention on the lecture because of a lack of time.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-  Students might be able to confuse the form of adjectives when they talk. For this, 
give a homework contained various adjectives form. 

-  If time is running out, shorten the question time. 
-  If time is more time than expected, make a couple of comparative phrases.

	Materials: Board, markers, erasers, pictures

	Set up

Whole Class


	Procedure 
Greeting:
Greet students: “Hello everyone! How are you today?”
Show pictures (tape pictures to the board)
Ask questions to Ss

an apple vs. a watermelon

What is this? – apple!
Then, what is this? – watermelon!
Which one is bigger? –watermelon!

a clown vs. a child

Who is he? –clown! (If they don’t know, tell them “He is a clown. He is an entertainer who wears funny clothes and a large red nose and does silly things to make people laugh.”)
And they are children. 

Who is taller? –a clown!

a Movie vs. a book
What’s this? –Transformer!!! 

And, what’s this? – a book

Which one is more interesting? – depends on Ss
(Whatever they choose the answers, it doesn’t matter. It’s important to elicit the answers from Ss.)
CCQ’s: Is a clown taller than children?
              Is an apple smaller than a watermelon?

	Procedure
“When we want to compare two things we use the comparative form. Now, let’s look at forming comparisons with adjectives of one syllable. Before we start, do you know what the syllable is? (Ss answer)”
If they don’t know, tell the meaning of syllable with an example.

Ex) “To count the syllables in a word you need to see how many vowels this word has. One syllable consists of one vowel and one or more consonants. But we have to be careful and always keep in mind that several letters can make one sound.”
Write down these under the first picture
 eq \o\ac(○,1) Adjectives of one syllable : add -er
    big                  bigger

    tall                  taller

    old                  older

Elicit the answers from Ss.
 eq \o\ac(○,2) two syllable adjectives ending in –y : -y changes to -ier
   happy             happier

   lovely             lovelier
   early               earlier
 eq \o\ac(○,3) two syllables or more : more/less
    interesting     more interesting 

    expensive       more expensive

    difficult            less difficult 
 ex)for adverbs, we also use more/less
     slowly           more slowly 

     quietly          more quietly

 eq \o\ac(○,4) irregular forms 
    good/well         better 

    bad                      worse 

    far                        farther/further
After comparatives you can use ‘than’.
     S    + be verb +  comparative + than + O 
CCQ’s : Difficultier is correct? –No!
              Gooder is correct? –No!!
