Materials:
- a picture of grassland

- Candidate cards of each animals
- Board & Board makers

- 22 pieces of paper (11 for preparing speech & 11 for the vote)
 

Aims:
- Main aim: To encourage the students to speak and listen fluently through brainstorming and role play situated on what is necessary to be a king and guard of the king.

- Secondary aim: Students will engage each other in role play situation involving being a king of beasts in the forest
- Personal aim: I want to speak louder when I teach

 

Language Skills:
 - Listening: teacher’s instruction and students’ conversation 
 - Reading: none
 - Speaking: brainstorming, role play, discussion 

(candidates’ speech & speech of the elected one)
 - Writing: vote
Language Systems:
-Discourse: teacher-student interaction, student-student interaction
-Function: persuading others to vote for him/her and to vote against another candidate and recommending 1 person as a king’s guard.
-Grammar: none to discuss

Assumptions about Students: 
- Students know they have to speak only English in the class.
- Most students may have previous experience of group work.
They feel comfortable sharing their ideas with others and whole class.
- Students may speak with few inaccuracies. 
Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- If students are wrong with grammar, I will not let their error corrected. I just let them keep going.

- If time is running out, shorten the discussion time.

- If there is more time than expected, I will give students more time for the discussion,

	Before starting the lesson, make sure the materials are in my hands.
[Lead-In]
T: Hello, everyone! How are you today?
(listening to students’ answer)

(Show a picture of grassland)

T: Let’s see this picture. Where is this place? 
Right.

(Show ss candidates’ cards of the king of animals)
T: These are candidates of the king of animals.
[Elicit]
Is candidate a president?

Does candidate want to be a king?

Who is a candidate?
T: Right. A candidate is someone who is being considered for a position, for example someone who is running in an election.
Ok. Now, Let’s do a role play activity.

	T: Now we’re all animals living in Savanna. 

Our king has just died of fatal disease.
So we need a new king. One of you will be the new king.
(Distribute role cards to each students)

T: You are the animal illustrated in your card.

Now, please tell us who you are one by one.

(introducing themselves)

[Instruction-conversation]
T: I will give you 5 minutes to prepare what to say. After 5 min, You have to tell us why you should be a new king and what you will do for others and Savanna if you are elected as a king in 1 minute. 
[Demonstration]

(Pretend to be one of animal candidates. Tell why I should be a king, what I’m going to do as a king.)
T: Before you start to think, let me demonstrate what to do to you.
“I’m a cat. I should be a king because I’m smart and quick. I can also climb every tree, see everything clearly at night and I’m an expert in martial arts. If I become a king of animals, I will build a school for martial arts to train our children to be able to defend themselves. I can keep our kingdom safely.”
You can say like this.

Now think about your own election speech and pledge.

(Give each student a piece of paper)

You can use this paper for writing down your speech and pledge. You also have to prepare your inaugural address.
[Elicit]

What is ‘inaugural’?

Does ‘inaugural’ mean ‘last’?

Does ‘inaugural’ mean ‘first’ of ‘new’?
What does ‘address’ mean in this context?

Does ‘address’ mean the number or name of your house or street here?

Does ‘address’ mean saying sth to others?

[CCQ]
1. What are you going to prepare? 
2. How much time do you have for preparation?

3. How much time do you have when you speech?
(Give 5 min for preparing role play and monitor)
(Give time warning: 1 minute left)
T: Ok! Time’s up! Are you ready? Good.

It’s time to speak why you think you should be a king and what you will do for us as a king.
Remember you have just 1 min to speak.

[CCQ]

What do you have to speak?

How much time do you have for your speech?

Ok. Who is No.1 candidate, mouse?

why should you be a king and what will you do for us if you become a king?
(All of the 11 students speech)

(Make Ss keep time limitation)

T: Thank you for your good delivery. Now it’s time to vote.

(Distribute a piece of paper to each students)

You can choose 2 people except yourself.

Write down the names of the first and second person who you want to elect as a king. Fold the paper and give me the paper to me.

(Count the votes)

Now ________ is our new king!

Let’s listen to our king’s inaugural address for 1 minute.

(Speech of the king)

Congratulations, your majesty. Please keep your pledge.
