	Procedure

Greeting:
 “Hello class! How are you today?
Today we will learn the difference between a/an and the.”
Presentation:
(Show a kiwi)

T: What is this? 

S: kiwi!

T: Yes, this is a kiwi.

I say ‘a’ kiwi because this is the first time I talk about it.

(put the kiwi on the table)

T: Where is the kiwi?

S: The kiwi is on the table.
T: Right. Now I say ‘the’ kiwi because you know which kiwi I mean- the kiwi that I put on the table.

(Approaching a student)

T: Would you give me a pen?

S: Here. (give the teacher any kind of pen)

T: Thank you. Now I say ‘a’ pen because you can give me any kind of pens. It’s uncertain.
(Giving certain pen to the student)

T: Now I gave Jake a red pen. Jake, would you give me the pen?

S: Here.(give the teacher the red pen)

T: Thank you, Jake. We use ‘the’ because we are thinking of one specific thing- this red pen.
And we use ‘the’ when it is clear in the situation which thing or person we mean. 
For example, in a classroom we can talk about the light/ the desk/ the ceiling/ the door etc.
“Jessie, could you turn off the light, please?”
I said the light not a light. Why?

Yes, in this situation, the light means a light in our classroom clearly.

In the same way, we say go to the bank, the post office,’
(Write down:

Is there _____ bank?)

Which one do you think should be used? a or the?

Right. “I have to go to the bank” and “Is there a bank?”
