	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1) Students might not understand some lexical words related to today’s lesson.
· Teacher will elicit the meaning of the words from students and give an explanation.

2) Students might have trouble filling in the worksheets.

· Teacher will give time to share answers by group works after filling in the worksheet alone.

I. I. Matching Picture

II. Instruction

III. (Distribute the worksheets)

IV. Work individually. Look at the photos on the worksheet and match the corresponding activitie with the photos. Write the letter a, b, c next to the photos that match the activities. You have 3minutes.
Demonstration
Look at the first photo. What are they doing? Yes, they are 

playing beach volleyball. So put the letter “b” next to the photo.

Who are you working with?

How many minutes do you have?

What do you write next to the photo?
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 30 seconds left.

Instruction

Let’s compare the answers with your partner for 1 minute. 
· Go through the correct matching activity one by one.

I. Listening for the Main idea (General Understanding)

Instructions
Let’s now listen to the 4 speakers. Do not take any note. Just listen to what they want to do for their summer vacation, and think about the place you will recommend for each of them. 
ICQ

Will you take notes?
(Play tracks 1through 4 without stopping)

Do you want to listen again?

· Yes: Play the track one more time

· No: Go to next step
II. II. Listening for Details

Instructions

(Distribute the worksheet)

Now, lets’ listen to the speakers one by one this time. Answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.

ICQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working alone?

Play Track1. 

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

- Yes: Play track 1 again

- No: Play track 2

(Follow the same cycle until finished with track 4)

Now let’s make a group of four and compare the answers with your group members. 

From Karen, count number 1, 2, 3, 4, 1,2,3,4… 

(Form the group, and make them sit accordingly)

Monitor student discussion for 3min. 

Ask Ss what activities each speaker wants to do. 
Check if they have got all correct answers on the worksheet.

Now, again in your group, discuss the place you would like to recommend for each speaker and why. Each group will decide where you will recommend and give detailed information on why you have chosen the place. Discuss for 10min. 
Group 1 will recommend the place for speaker #1 John, Group 2, speaker #2 Megan, Group 3 will work on speaker #3 Matt, and group 4, speaker #4 Emily.

Monitor Ss discussion and engage in a discussion casually for each group
