	Hand out Dictation worksheet and stand in front of Ss by giving a warning not to sleep or chat with others while watching the film.
Turn on DVD and check time for 5 min
Have you enjoyed watching it for a moment?

Okay, well done. Im already starting wondering what’s gonna happen next on the film and what about you? 

<Instruction>
- Raise up your hand to speak with an answer.

- Do not hesitate to ask for repeat again if there’re some missing blanks you couldn’t fill in.
<ICQ>
- What are you supposed to do to speak with answers?
- Am I going to give you more chances to listen again?
<Instruction>

- Try to write whatever you listen even if 

you think it’s a wrong.
- Correct the errors with colored pen.
<ICQ>

- Are you asked not to write down that you think it’s a wrong answer ?
- How will you correct the errors ?
<Demonstration>

Show Ss how to use colored pen to correct errors.

Get the film back to 5 min ago and start the class again from there. Play the first paragraph and then pause in order to give Ss time to dictate(Repeat this step 3 times)

If no one appears to know the answer, repeat the way(as far as time permits) or give some CCQ  to Ss in order to elicit what they think. 
Do not wait by Ss speak out and involve weaker or shyer as well.

Follow the same cycle until the worksheet I prepared for the day is totally finished.
Before I check out what you have done so far, there’s one point I want to go over. 

What’s the meaning of the word “Cut the crap“ ?
