	Aims:

Main Aim:  Students will learn and practice grammar of the superlative by using worksheet and talking with teacher and other classmates.
Secondary Aim:  Students have to think English words and use those words to express pictures.
Personal Aim: I want to improve my CCQ and ICQ’s.
                        I want to slow down my speaking speed and good pronunciation.
                        I want to try to communicate with students more.

                        I want to get students attention in whole class time.

                       


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to what teacher explains about grammar.
- Speaking: Students will discuss about pictures and answer the questions.
- Reading: Read questions from worksheets.
- Writing: Students will write answers on the worksheets.



	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Leader and Reader ( /l/ , /r/ )
- Lexis: None to discuss
- Grammar: The superlative and little bit of comparative
- Function: Stating the answers from worksheets
- Discourse: Practice words change to superlative



	Assumptions:

- Students already learned comparatives. (-er, more)

- Students can express themselves.

- Students can make sentences.

- Students already know adjectives.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-  Students have a hard time understanding what is class about
         Explaining one more time about the class process
- Students have no idea what they have to present themselves about
         Give some hints, and get more ideas from other students
- If there are not enough time
          We can continue with this topic in next class time (skip the post activity)

	Lead-in


	Materials: Board, Marker, Eraser, pictures

	Time

	Set up

Whole class

	Procedure
Greeting:
“Good morning, class?”
“How are you?”
Eliciting and Prediction:
Put two pictures (mountains) on the board.

“Do you remember how to compare these two? Which one is higher?”
Add one more picture on the board. Discuss and let students know what is superlative.

“The superlative is used to say what thing or person has the most of a particular quality within a group or of its kind.”
Teacher can explain more about the superlative.

CCQ’s:

Point out shortest mountain and ask students
“Is this the highest mountain in this group?” –NO

	Procedure
Pass out worksheets.
-Explaining forming the superlatives
-Teacher should use board

-Teacher should write examples on the board

Let students practice some of the words in the bottom of the work sheet.

“I will give you 1 minute to practice some of the adjectives, and you should work individually.”
ICQ’s:
“How much time to work?” –one minute

“Are you working in group?”-No, individually.

Check the answers together.

	Main activity

	Procedure
Pass out worksheets.

Demonstration:

“What is the most difficult subject?”
-> Math is the most difficult subject.
Students will have a partner (who sit next to)

“Please, fill in the blank and answer the questions. I will give you 3 minutes to work on.”
ICQ’s:
“Are you working individually?” –No. in pair.

“How many minutes you have?” -3 minutes.

Teacher will ask each student a question.
Check answers together.

Make a sentence using with superlative in bottom of the worksheet.

	For example

	1
	Words of one syllable ending in ‘e’
	Add ‘-st’ to the end of the word.
	wide - widest

	2
	Words of one syllable, with one vowel and one consonant at the end.
	Double the consonant and add ‘-est’ to the end of the word.
	big - biggest

	3
	Words of one syllable, with more than one vowel or more than one consonant at the end.
	Add ‘-est’ to the end of the word.
	high - highest

	4
	Words of two syllables, ending in ‘y’
	Change ‘y’ to ‘i’, and add ‘-est’ to the end of the word.
	happy - happiest

	5
	Words of two syllables or more, not ending in 
‘y’. Also, words ending in ‘-ful’, ‘-less’, ‘-ous’,’-ly’,’-ing’
	Place ‘the most’ before the adjective.
	beautiful -

the most beautiful

	6
	There are few exceptions
	
	Good/Well – the best
Bad – the worst
Many/Much – the most
Little – the least
