What kind of these words are?                    – emotions,feelings                                 “today, we will learn more about these kind of words. Also we will read letters.”

Demonstrations: 

“I got an A+ on Micro teaching” –happy

ICQ’s:
“Are you working individually?” –NO 

“How many minutes you have?”- 4min.

Check the answers together.

Discuss meanings of words

CCQ’s:

“Is disappointed happy?” –No
“Is overjoyed joyful?”- Yes
