	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Anticipated Errors

Solutions

Ss might not understand what’s going on.

e.g. “Hey what are we drawing?”
Rafael gives clear instructions with several ICQs
e.g. “any drawings when you imagine your family” 
Ss might draw so small objects that other ss can’t figure out what is on the paper. 
Rafael will announce “The drawing should be big enough for everybody to recognize when your partner is coming up here.
Activities might take longer than expected
Notify them with time-management word

Eliciting – “Symbolization”
The word - Symbolization

	Phase 1. 
If punctual, draw some objects that were mostly found in Ss drawings. 

(e.g. If we saw many trees in Ss drawing then explain the meaning of tree in their drawings) 

“Thank you curators! it was a really great explanation for each drawing, and I think this is one of way to talk about your family in more natural way.”
Phase 2. 

If time is lacking, give out sheets to Ss

“I’m sorry but time is lacking so I’ll give this reference sheet for your information. 

Phase 3. 

If finished earlier, draw several(or all) meanings of objects in a common psychological test. Then distribute the hand out. 
“Any questions? If there is not, I’ll be followed by next session”. Or “I am number 4 so.. ”




Drawing Sheet






Make sure the objects are not too small, the class will enjoy your drawing together! 
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A Tree – Tree usually means trustful people and if you see many branches, it could mean you have outgoing characteristics. 
Root of a tree – if it is hidden from something you might have something uncomfortable to talk with others.
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 A fruit - Also, if you see some fruit on the tree it generally means your desire to enjoy happy life, but if the fruit is apple then you might have no specific plan but just desire for happy life.

Flowers – If they are big, you may have a strong desire to be focused on. If they are small, you may have a strong desire to be loved. 
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Sun & Moon – The sun could be the image of your father or someone who you respect while the moon could be the image of your mother or someone who really takes care of you. 
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If there is a cloud, then you have someone who makes you uncomfortable. 
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If you draw a mountain which has a sharp top, you might be short-tempered. If the top is round, then you might be easygoing.

If you draw a big well, then you might have large expenditure. For a small well, you might be prudent. 
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
