-  Ss will learn how to express or assert his or her own opinion through making a presentation

Secondary Aim:  

-  Get students actively involved in the debate

Personal Aim:  

-  Reduce TTT and encourage STT

-  Keep calm and be neutral on each side’s assertions




	Language Skills:

-Listening: Ss will listen to others’ opinion through debate and presentation

-Speaking: brainstorming, discussion, debate, giving advice

-Reading: worksheet 

-Writing: Ss will take notes




	Language Systems:

-Phonology: none to discuss

-Lexis: vocabularies related to a debate

-Grammar: ways of starting a sentence in a debate

-Function: asserting and defending oneself

-Discourse:  group discussion


	Assumptions:

Students already know:

-Ss have basic knowledge of simple grammar

-Ss know how to express their thoughts in simple sentences

-Ss have prior experience with debate




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss may not understand lexical words

      Teacher will elicit the meaning

-Activities could be too long

      Teacher will give specific time frame

-Student may feel uncomfortable with other student’s strong disagreement

      Have the whole group defend the rebuttal.

Elicit
	Divide the board into two parts.  Write father and mother each side. 

Okay, class. Since most of you are not married, let’s see who has the power in your family? Raise your hand if your dad is the BOSS?  Your mom?

Good...we have the result..

Put the result on board.

So, what do you think when you get married? Who is going to be the BOSS and why do you think so?

Have Ss to express their opinion. Write down on board.

Okay...Thank you for sharing your thoughts...

Eliciting: T will elicit the word “DEBATE”. 

CCQ’s: It is a discussion about a subject on which people have different views.

Can You say “I don’t think so!”? Yes, but you must say it in nicer way....

Is this a chit-chat? 

Is this a real physical fighting?

	Divide the class into two groups

Ss will read worksheet #1,2 out loud

Ss will decide side

Ss will discuss in groups

Ss will present their outcome from the discussion

Ss will argue with other team’s opinion


	Instruction:

We are going to do a mini debate on this topic and let’s have the class into 2 groups.

Divide the class into two groups. Place the desks in U shape.

Teacher hands out worksheet#1, #2

Okay, we have two groups...good. Now, I will give you a minutes to look at the worksheet. This worksheet shows you how to say when you agree or disagree with someone in formal and informal ways.

Have the Ss to read it out loud one by one. 

Great! 

Now we are going to do a debate on “who should have the control over the family finance?” Let’s see whose team wants to do mom or dad’s side?

Let the students decide for more exciting debate.

I will give you 7 minutes to discuss. When you are done, each member of the team will have a chance to talk. 

ICQs:  How many minutes do we have?

Teacher should monitor each side.

Now, each member of your team will make your point.

Let’s have Dad’s team first.

Dad’s team does the presentation.

Now, let’s have mommy’s team. 

Mom’s team does the presentation

Interesting points from each team.

Now, it is your chance to refute other team’s opinion. Say “No” to other team. Anyone?
