	Materials:
- Classroom equipment: Whiteboard, board markers, board erasers, scotch tapes, paper cup
- Printed materials:
a. Picture for lead-in: A pictures to be attached on the board

b. Worksheet #1 for main activity: 15 copies (14 copies for Ss + 1 copy for Claire)
c. Role Cards for main activity: 7 cards (7 different cards of 7 teams working in pairs)
d. Worksheet #2 for post activity: 14 copies (14 copies for Ss)


	Aims:

- Main aim: To develop Ss’ intensive speaking skills by debating with a realistic and controversial subject. 
-Secondary aim: To encourage Ss to develop their speaking skill logically by arguing for another side in the debate. 
-Personal aim: I want to reduce TTT by asking questions to Ss rather than giving direct instruction to Ss.


	Language Skills:
- Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher’s instructions and other class Ss’ speaking through role playing
- Speaking: Ss will answer questions, role playing in pairs
- Reading:  Ss will read worksheets and role cards
- Writing:  Ss will check their self-evaluation sheet


	Language Systems:
- Lexis: Words used in the internet environment and key words from the worksheet 
- Phonology: Learn a new word “Anonymity”
- Grammar: None to discuss
- Function: Playing devil’s advocate

- Discourse:  Discussion for playing devil’s advocate 


	Assumptions:  
- All Ss frequently use internet for their life and are familiar with internet usage.

- All Ss are adults and know of Pros and Cons of Internet usage.
- Most Ss know the basic etiquette of participating in debate.
- Ss are advanced English speakers to dispute on certain topics.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Anticipated Errors
Solutions
1. Ss might not know some lexical words related to today’s lesson.
1. Teacher will elicit the meaning of the words from students and give explanation
2. Ss might not have full knowledge how to play devil’s advocate.
2. Teacher will explain how to do it and check that Ss understand it by asking CCQs.
3. Ss might recognize the topic a little complicated and have some trouble to open a debate at the beginning.
3. Teacher will lead the topic naturally and assign the expectable controversy situation for Ss’ easy approach. 
4. Activities might go longer than expected 
4. Teacher will reduce the role playing time
5. Activities might end earlier than expected
5. Teacher will ask 1 or 2 teams to show their role playing to the class.

“Hello everyone, How are you today?” (Ss answer)
[Show the picture of symbols]
 “Ok. Before we start today’s lesson, let me show you some symbols. You can come up with the word that all of these symbols stand for in common?” 
(Dispatch the cover sheet one by one. Ss may answer “Internet”)
“Yes, these are symbol logos of popular internet browsers. 
And you may enter the internet world everyday by using one of these gates. Today, we are going to talk about internet which is familiar with us and more like a part of our life. So shall we start?

	“How many minutes/hours do you spend on internet a day?” (Ss answer)

“It seems that some spend quite long time on internet and some don’t. We have all levels of internet users here. 

But I trust that all of us should have our own favorite website we visit frequently for any purpose. So can you introduce one of your favorite websites and why you visit there often?”
Introduce their own favorite website
“Right, all your internet experiences sound very helpful and fun. But I’m afraid there should be some side effect though. So let’s look both sides, bright and dark sides.”  
“We will have a quick glimpse about good and bad things about internet usage. Before I give you the article to read, let’s find some words first.”
Eliciting lexis  

· Pros & Cons
(Synonyms: Advantage vs Disadvantage / Positive vs Negative attributes / Merit vs Demerit / For and Against)

“When you make a serious decision, you might weight the good and bad things about the matter. Right?”
“What’s another expressions of “Good and Bad thing about matters?”
“What I’m trying to draw out here is… Pros & Cons”
· Pass sb off, Passing off
(Synonyms: Pretent, Pose sb as)
“What’s the idiom used in this case someone took your ID card and act like you illegally?”
· Anonymity [|ӕnə|nɪməti]
(a. anonymous  n. anonym  v. anonymize)
“You can see a lot of comment on internet but you don’t know who wrote the comment, because internet keeps this?”
And there is another words always accompanied with “anonymity” for its similar sound… is Unanimity [|ju:nə|nɪməti]; all agree about something or all vote for the same thing.
CCQ

· Is “Pros” negative?

· Will it be beneficial for you if someone pass you off?

· Can you request anonymity when you have an interview with journalist?

Distribute the worksheet # 1 to all Ss.

	“Now, let’s see what the pros and cons of internet usage are. I will give you 2 min and half to read this article. You will have a debate on internet’s merits and demerits after you read it. So read it through.”
ICQs

What are we doing?

How many minute do we have to read this out?

What are we going to do after reading this article?

Read the article

“30 seconds left” (Time alert)

“Ok, Time’s up!”
“Do you agree with both view point?” (Ss answer “Yes”)

“Right, then now I guess we are ready to play devil’s advocate with this controversial topic “Is internet beneficial or harmful?”
“What’s the devil’s advocate?” (allow some time for Ss to think)
· If Ss answer → Write it on board 

· If Ss don’t answer → Give explanation

Devil’s advocate is a way of discussion. But taking an opposite or contrasting viewpoint to your partner in order to spur(stimulate) conversation. For example, you insist positive point of internet even though you are against to it.
CCQ

· When you play devil’s advocate, do you take an opposing viewpoint because it’s your strong opinion?

· Is this a method to discourage conversation? 

(No, in order to spur conversation)
“Ok, now I want you to group by 2… Let’s say “Pros” “Cons”….

“Every Pros please stand up and move 2 seats in clockwise direction?”
“Ok, and you can pick up your situation to start your devil’s advocate”
Each group to pick up a role card

Matching partners

Ellen, who are you?

“I’m a mother arguing for evils of internet.”
XXX, who are you?
“I’m a son advocating internet’s benefits.”
“Ok, I will give you 7 minutes to dispute on this topic.”
ICQ

· Do you have 8 minutes discussion?

· Are you work in pairs?

Ss are divided into 7 teams 2 each
Monitor the discussion and explain the situation more if there are any struggling teams.

“We have 5 minutes left!” (Time alert)

“We have 1 minute left! (Time alert)

“Ok, Time’s up!”

Distribute worksheet #2

“This is the self-test sheet to check your internet addiction.

Please check yourself.”
“Any questions or feedbacks?” 

“Let’s treat another controversial topic at our next lesson by playing devil’s advocate again.”
“Good job, everyone. Let’s call it a day! Have a good one and see you next week!”



<Worksheet #1> Pros and Cons of Internet Usage
Can you imagine a life without the internet? Hasn't it revolutionized and eased up our life in many ways?  Read on to understand the advantages and disadvantages of the internet.

Advantages

Communication
Now we can communicate in a fraction of second with a person who is sitting in the other part of the world. There are plenty e-mail, chat room and messenger services in offering. With help of such services, it has become very easy to establish a kind of global friendship where you can share your thoughts, can explore other cultures of different ethnicity.

Information

Any kind of information on any topic under the sun is available on the Internet. The search engines like Google, yahoo is at your service on the Internet. You can almost find any type of data on almost any kind of subject that you are looking for. 
Entertainment

You no longer need to go to a cinema hall to watch your favorite movie. You now have companies offering their services wherein you can just download or order your favorite movie and watch it with a fast internet connection. Likewise you can download your favorite music or other important software in a matter of few minutes. Internet gaming is a huge business and allows enthusiastic gamers to compete against each other in games even when they are located far apart. Likewise dating has also allowed people to find their prospective soul mates.
Services

Many services are now provided on the internet such as online banking, job seeking, purchasing tickets for your favorite movies, and hotel reservations. Often these services are not available off-line and can cost you more.

E-Commerce

You have many websites selling a variety of products and services available at your door steps. Transfer of money is also no longer a time consuming job and with just a click of a button entire financial transactions can be conducted through the internet.
Disadvantages

Insecurity - Theft of Personal information

With a large amount of information freely available on the internet theft and misuse of this information is a likely possibility. Time and again you see cases of people using someone else’s information and research and passing it off as their own.
Spamming & Virus Threat
Such illegal activities can be very frustrating for you, and so instead of just ignoring it, you should make an effort to try and stop these activities so that using the Internet can become that much safer. Virus is nothing but a program which disrupts the normal functioning of your computer systems. Computers attached to internet are more prone to virus attacks and they can end up into crashing your whole hard disk, causing you considerable headache.

Lack of Family Bonds / Inability to socialize
Internet can have a huge addictive pull and people are at times known to surf the internet for up to 15 or 16 hours a day. Chat rooms and forums or other ways of interactivity cannot really replace real life socializing and if that takes place internet can be quite detrimental
Inability to Express Opinions and Questions
Because of its perceived anonymity, the world of the web offers adults and children alike a place to say and ask what they feel they cannot say and ask in the real world. The less people feel they can discuss with their teachers and parents, the more likely they are to turn to the Internet for discussion and information. 
Wrong impression on children 
This is perhaps the biggest threat related to your children’s healthy mental life. There are practically millions of pornographic sites and availability of these problematic sites that can cause serious effects on a child during these impressionable ages.
< Worhsheet#2> Internet Addiction Test
To assess your level of addiction, answer the following questions using this scale:

1 = Rarely.

2 = Occasionally.

3 = Frequently.

4 = Often.

5 = Always.
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After you've answered all the questions, add the numbers you selected for each response to obtain a final score. The higher your score, the greater your level of addiction and the problems your Internet usage causes. Here's a general scale to help measure your score:

20 - 49 points: You are an average on-line user. You may surf the Web a bit too long at times, but you have control over your usage.

50 -79 points: You are experiencing occasional or frequent problems because of the Internet. You should consider their full impact on your life.

80 - 100 points: Your Internet usage is causing significant problems in your life. You should evaluate the impact of the Internet on your life and address the problems directly caused by your Internet usage.

After you have identified the category that fits your total score, look back at those questions for which your scored a 4 or 5. Did you realize this was a significant problem for you? For example, if you answered 4 (often) to Question #2 regarding your neglect of household chores, were you aware of just how often your dirty laundry piles up or how empty the refrigerator gets?

Say you answered 5 (always) to Question #14 about lost sleep due to late-night log-ins. Have you ever stopped to think about how hard it has become to drag yourself out of bed every morning? Do you feel exhausted at work? Has this pattern begun to take its toll on your body and your overall health?
