	Aims: 

- Main aim:            Ss can be confident when they order food in restaurant.
             Ss can speak through their related experiences in their daily life.
- Secondary aim:  Ss can be familiar with some expressions used for ordering food.
- Personal  aim :   Ss can memorize some expressions
                             Ss can practice speaking through role play



	Language Skills:
- Listening : Ss will listen teacher’s instruction and others’ speaking & role  play
- Speaking : Ss will repeat the dialogue & role play

- Reading : Ss will understand  dialogue and the meaning of some expressions .
- Writing : Ss will make new dialogue.



	Language Systems:
-  Lexis : idioms and expressions needed in ordering food
-  Function : brainstorming  and discussing about experiences in restaurant
-  Discourse : sharing ideas in pairs 

	


	Assumptions:
-  Ss already have experiences about ordering food in restaurant
-  Ss know name of food

-  Ss know how to do role play with others-



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
-  Ss many have trouble with understanding what a teacher said
   (speaking slowly and explain clearly)

- Ss may have a hard time to speak in front of others 
   (encourage Ss and let them do it as much as possible

-  Ss may hesitate to do role play

   (give praise with some candies and big hands)

- There is not enough time for all students to show their role play

(short role play by using key expressions)

	Introduce the topic
<How to order food>

Q  :  How often do you eat out?

       (write it down on the board)

Q  :  What is your favorite food?
       (write it down on the board)

Q  :  Where do you go to eat out? 

       (write it down on the board)

Q : What expressions do we need when we order food?

       (write it down on the board)

- T asks Ss to think the situation ordering food in a restaurant.

- T will monitor Ss while they are talking 

- T asks Ss, what questions T will expect to hear from the Ss.

- T explains some expressions

	- Ss read the dialogue and repeat after T
- Ss remind of some expressions that they have in mind.
- Ss make new dialogue
- Ss memorize the new dialogue

- Ss do role play 

	<Show dialogue and Do role play>  
- T hands out a dialogue

- T asks Ss to read the dialogue aloud
- T tells Ss to repeat the dialogue and some expressions

- T gives a new menu list and asks Ss to make a new dialogue using expressions that Ss have learned or their own words
- Let them do role play
  : One person of each group would be a customer and other would be a waitress
- T gives 5 min to make a new dialogue and says make it simple
- After role play, T gives some candies 
- T gives time warning : 1 min left
- Before Ss do role play, T says choosing the best dialogue

- What are we going to do?
- Do we work alone or in pairs?
- How many minutes do we have?
