	Assumptions:

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

1. They can’t understand instructions. -> They can get help from their friends.
2. They can need some extra drawing papers, crayons, and other materials. 

      -> Teacher should prepare those things enough.

       3.   They can’t want to follow some activities. -> Teacher may try to encourage. 
       4.   They can feel tired for some activities. -> Teacher may make more active.

       5.   They want to get some prize for some activities. -> Prepare some candy.

       6.   Some of them can be so shy to doing activities.

             -> Teacher should keep attention for them, do not leave them behind.

       7.    Some of them can focus on only winner for activities.

             -> Teacher should explain and take care well about their concern.

       8.    Some of them want to make pairs or groups with only their most friendly friend

             -> Teacher shouldn’t give choices to make those to them.
