paper shape(circle half circle, triangle, rectangle, square, oval and stairs), large ‘board game’ board, board game makers, dice, candy,

Storybook(The Secret Massage Birthday Massage By Eric Carle), paper, scissors, glue



	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will be able to learn shape words by pre-activity.

Ss will remind shape words by main activity.
Ss will learn how to make secret massage by post-activity.




	Assumptions:
Ss can read words which they’ve heard or read several times.




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

     Ss don’t understand some words. -> T can teach at the pre-activity.
     Ss can’t ask questions. -> T could make easy mood and them cheer. Ss can get    

     some help from their friends.

	Pre-Activity

	Materials: 
paper shape(circle half circle, triangle, rectangle, square, oval and stairs), large ‘board game’ board, board game makers, dice, candy

	2groups, standing
	· Greeting.
· Ss listen two words meaning.
· Ss look at the board game.
· Ss come to the front.
· Stand with the same group members.
· Choose the first go.
· Listen T’s instructions.
· Say again instructions with T.
· Do the board game.
· Decide the winner team.
· Get candy.
 
	· Greeting.
· Write two words (secret and massage). Let Ss know these words by T’s explaining. 
· Stick the ‘board game’ board on the white board and shapes papers up side the board, too.
· Let them look the board and make their curios more.
· Let all Ss come to the front.
· Make 2 groups. Name: secret team vs. massage team
· Show them a dice to roll.
· Choose the first team to go on this game by rock, scissors, paper.
· Give instructions.
· 1. Roll the dice
· 2. Move your team maker what you see on the dice.
· 3. Read the sentence on your position.
· 4. Act & follow the sentence.
· 5. The opposite team takes the next turn.
· 6. Play this game until winner team will be decided.
· Ask Ss this instruction once more by following the order such as ‘the first step? The second step.........?’
· This step is for the next activity. Ss should understand shape words more exactly. Try to remind Ss understand shape words well. If some say wrong shape words, correct them.

	whole class, sitting
	· Ss sit in a circle with chairs.
· Ss talk about the cover.
· Ss answer.
· By T’s instructions Ss explain sentences one by one.
· Ss try to remind shape words.
· Ss tell their most interested gift.
	· Make Ss sit in a circle with chairs and T sit too with storybook.
· Talk with Ss about a cover.

· T asks Qs; 

1) Where is the picture?

2) What is in the center of this picture? 

3) What do you see in the picture?

4) What do you see inside a window?

5) What does the boy do?

6) What do you in the sky?

7) Can you guess this time is a day or a night?

8) Everyone read the title.

9) Can you guess what the secret and massage means?

10)  Remind our pre-activity. We’ve learned 5min. before.

11)  Somebody explains, please~

· Open the next page.
· T reads writing. Try to they understand. Make it easy.

· Read the secret massage on the next page with Ss. Use shape words Ss have learn at the pre-activity.
· T tells don’t worry what you don’t understand this massage. We’ll read sentences one by one from the next page.

·  Turn to the next page.
· Read it together. Pick a S then explains this sentence. S can use his/her body or gestures to explain.

· Do this in the same manner until the last page comes up. 
· During the reading don’t miss let them understand shape words.

· Ask what you see in the picture, too.
· Finally, Ss can find the birthday gift. Before finish reading time. Have short time (1 min.) the most interesting gift.

	Materials: 
paper, scissors, glue, paper shape(circle half circle, triangle, rectangle, square, oval and stairs)

	pairs, sitting
	· Ss tell how the secret massage from the book.
· Ss sit down with their partner.
· Get their paper and talk their topic and write their letter on the paper.
· Ss pick words to hide.
· Ss receive colored papers, scissors, and glue.
· Ss cut shapes.
· Ss stick these shapes on the picked words.
· Ss show their massage to their friends and make them guess what words in there.

	· It’s time for making your secret massage. 
· Let Ss remind what they see at the main activity.

· Ask Ss how the secret massage from the storybook was.

· Ask Ss how the secret massage is so interesting.

· Make pairs.
· Hand-out 1 paper for each and give 8 min. to discuss their topic and write their letter (8~9 sentences) on the paper for the secret massages.

· Monitor them, figure which pairs have some difficulty out, and then help them.

· If Ss need more time give them 2 min. more.

· Let Ss pick some words which they want to hide for make secret.

· Give them several colored papers, scissors, and glue for each pair.

· Make them cut colored papers into circle, half circle, oval, triangle, rectangle and stairs shapes.

· Once they choose words, let them stick shaped colored papers on the words one by one.

· Give around 5 min. to Ss.
· There could be words, writing problems. Correcting is not so important. Let them cheer more and try to solve it with partners.

· Keep checking activity times. Time is almost done. Announce wrap up. If Ss haven’t finished yet, give little more min.
· Let Ss show their work to the other Ss and they will guess what the secret massage is.
· Ss tell them their guessing is right or wrong. 

· The other pairs do the same manner.

· Say well done & farewell.
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
