	Target Vocabulary: 
Buffalo, Cheetah, Camel, Seal, Eagle


	Target Sentences:

What does a buffalo eat ?  A buffalo eat grass.
Where does a buffalo live ? A buffalo live in the grasslands.



	Materials:

Flash card, Work Sheet, Glue, Scissors, question card, movie poster


	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will learn some animal names

Ss will be able to ask questions using what and where.
Ss will be able to compare one animal with another


	Assumptions:

Ss know basic animals such as a bear, frog, rabbit, lion, elephant etc
Ss have basic knowledge about food, color, size, features of animals
Ss can make simple sentences using vocabularies used in the class


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Ss may not know the English names of some animals ( Encourage to learn words through peer-teaching or prepare the flashcards of other animals
Lesson ends earlier than expected ( Play some games or do some worksheet
Some Ss are too shy to participate ( Encourage by giving positive feedback
Ss may need more time to do things ( Control time during the whole class
