	Anticipated Errors and Solutions

	· Ss may not be accustomed to taking a note while listening to the dialogue.

⇒Let students listen to CD more than 3 times if they need.

· Ss may not know how to take a note well with listening 

⇒Explain and show students how to take a note.

· If the students finish their worksheet earlier than anticipated.

⇒Make the student compare their answers with their partner,

· If time is short,

⇒ Cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2~3 students to share their opinions regarding the topic.
