	Try to focus on teacher’s explain about the grammar point.
	OK, here’s some grammar point of ‘remember’ and ‘forget’. You guys already know the meaning of two verbs. The part after the verb could be a little differ depends on the timing of action. The timing of action is already done in the past, you use ‘-ing’. For example, you met a boy in front of the post office but you forget the fact and you would say ‘I forgot meeting a boy in front of the post office.’ Meanwhile, you were supposed to meet him, in other words, you and he had an appointment to meet in front of post office but you totally forgot and you didn’t go there. He stood up like 5hours. Then you should say, ‘I forgot to meet him in front of the post office.’ OK, When you say ‘I forgot meeting a boy in front of the post office.’ Did you meet him? Good, then ‘I forgot to meet him in front of the post office.’ Did you meet him actually? Yes That’s right. That’s exactly how it works in case of ‘remember.’ If you say ‘I remember having dinner with Jane last night.’, which means you had dinner and you clearly are sure about that. I remember to have dinner with her tonight. In this case, I don’t have dinner yet, but I am well aware of having that appointment with her tonight.
