Present Simple 
Listed below are uses with examples, and the structure of the present simple tense. 

Permanent or long-lasting situations 

Where do you work?
The store opens at 9 o'clock.
She lives in New York. 

Regular habits and daily routines 

I usually get up at 7 o'clock.
She doesn't often go to the cinema.
When do they usually have lunch? 

Facts 

The Earth revolves around the Sun.
What does 'strange' mean?
Water doesn't boil at 20 degrees. 

Feelings 

I love walking around late at night during the summer.
She hates flying!
What do you like? I don't want to live in Texas. 

Opinions and states of mind 

He doesn't agree with you.
I think he is a wonderful student.
What do you consider your best accomplishment? 

Timetables and schedules 

The plane leaves at 4 p.m.
When do courses begin this semester?
The train doesn't arrive until 10.35. 

Common present time expressions include: 
usually, always, often, sometimes, on Saturdays, at weekends (on weekends US English), rarely, on occasion, never, seldom 

Present Continuous 

Listed below are examples, uses and structure of the Present Continuous followed by a quiz. 

Things that are happening now, at the moment. 

What are you doing?
She's reading in the garden.
They're not standing in the rain. 

Actions happening in a period around the present moment in time. 

I'm reading "The Surgeon's Mate" by Patrick O'Brian.
Whose account are you working on?
She's studying hard for her final exam. 

Future plans and arrangements. 

We're having leftovers this evening.
What are you doing tomorrow afternoon?
She isn't coming on Friday. 

Common present continuous time expressions include: 
at the moment, now, today, this week, this month, tomorrow, next week (for future arrangements ), currently 

Past Simple

Use the past simple to talk about activities or routines which take place at a specified time in the past. Notice that all subjects take the same conjugation of the verb. Regular verbs end in '-ed'. 

visit - visited
enjoy - enjoyed 

Irregular verbs have various forms and each verb needs to be learned. 

see - saw
think - thought 

The past simple is used to express a finished past action which occurs at a specific moment in the past. 

Examples 

She visited Iran last month.
They didn't go to Tom's party last weekend.
Where did you go on vacation last summer? 

The following time signifiers often indicate a specific point in time. 

last
ago
in ... (plus a year or month)
yesterday
when ... (plus a phrase) 
Past Continuous
Definition: 
1) The past continuous is used to express something that is happening at a precise moment in the past. For example, Jack was working on the report last night at 10.15. 

2)The past continuous is most often used to express an interrupted action expressed using the past simple. For example, Janet was talking on the phone when I arrived.
Present Perfect
The present perfect is used to say what has happened recently and has an effect on the present moment. We often use 'just', 'yet' and 'already' to express the relationship to the present moment. 

Examples 

Have you seen Mary yet?
They've already had dinner.
She's just been to the dentist's. 

The present perfect is also used to express something which has happened up to the present moment of time. 

Examples 

Have you worked here for a long time?
Peter's lived here since 1987.
She hasn't had much fun this week.
