CCQ for the words to easily facilitate the activities
- helping verb, affirmative, inverted, pronoun
(Helping verb – examples)
It helps the main verbs and adds additional meaning.
Can it be used alone? (no)
(Pronouns – examples)
names, places, things all of them are nouns.
What do we use to replace them to make sentences simple and less repetitive?
(Affirmative – using action)
Gesture (nodding head) and ask Ss
“This is ___________ gesture..!!”
(Invert – example and gesture)
“What is it in the picture? What does it do?”
It changes DC to AC and vice versa
If you invert something, you turn it over or switch the order
“Can you invert the words?” (yes) 

“Now we are all set, let’s get it really started!”
Give Ss the handouts and give them 3 minute to read and understand them

ICQ) How many minutes do you have? (3)

“Times’ up!”
Let each Student read out the handout
Demonstration) You didn’t eat breakfast, did you? – try to speak up at then ending to emphasize the tag question used
“One more time in the opposite direction!”

Show Ss an example of the most common mistake when answering to the negative questions.
Ex) Aren’t you hungry?

And ask Ss how they would respond if they were hungry.

Give Ss the work sheet and answer the questions

1. When do we use a ‘tag question’? Use tag questions when you want to be sure that you are correct or when you want to seek agreement. Tag questions are composed of a statement followed by a helping verb and a pronoun in inverted order like a question.

2. A negative tag question follows affirmative statements

The negative ending is usually a contraction

Ex) You like to swim, don’t you?

3. A positive tag ending follows negative statements

Ex) You are not taking vacation this month, are you?

4. The helping verb on the tag ending must agree with the tense of the statement it is attached to

Ex) You did not eat breakfast, did you?

Ex) You have been to Greece, have you?

5. If the statement contains ‘can, could, would, should or must’, repeat it in the tag ending

Ex) You can’t speak Spanish, can you?

6. If the statement contains ‘have to, has to, need(s), or want(s)’ use ‘do’ or ‘does’ in the tag ending

Ex) You have to get going, don’t you?

7. If the subject is ‘this’ or ‘that’, use ‘it’ in the tag ending

Ex) This is your passport, isn’t it?

8. If the subject is ‘these’ or ‘those’, use ‘they’ in the tag ending.
Ex) Those are not very good seats, are they?

9. Use ‘it’ for indefinite pronouns that refer to things, such as everything, something, or anything.

Ex) Everything is okay here, isn’t it?

10. Use ‘they’ for indefinite pronouns that refer to people, such as everybody, everyone, someone or anyone.

Ex) Everyone on the flight has checked luggage, haven’t they?

11. If the subject of the statement is a negative word such as nothing or no one, follow it with a positive tag ending
Ex) No one lives here, do they?

12. If ‘never’ is used in the sentence follow it with a positive tag ending

Ex) You never eat veal, do you?

13. I am is followed by aren’t I in the tag ending. The formal ending is am I not, but this is rarely used.

Ex) I’m in the aisle seat, aren’t I?
14. The negative contraction for will is won’t

Ex) You’ll be there, won’t you?

SOS activity – How to answer negative questions

The responses to negative questions may be confusing because it is opposite in Korean

Are you hungry?

Yes, Iam / No I am not

Aren’t you hungry?

If you are hungry, the correct answer is “Yes, I am”
Most common mistake => Yes, I am not hungry

If you are not hungry, the correct answer is “No, I am not”
Most common mistake => No, I am hungry

Simply speaking, the asnwer to positive and negative is the same!!
