	Aims:

Main Aim: 
To enable students to improve listening skill by watching a movie, [Avatar].

Secondary Aim: 
    Students practice “Describing” by completing a fill-in-the-blank worksheet and making thought bubbles.
Personal Aims : 
I want to have a louder voice.
I want to be more friendly.
I want to increase STT.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to each other’s talk and watch a movie.

- Speaking: Students will discuss and share their activities.

- Reading: Students will read the movie script and each other’s work.

- Writing: Students will write sentences or board their answers.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Students will listen to and speak vocabularies.

- Lexis: Students will learn new vocabularies used in describing people’s status and action and some vocabularies used in special situation.
- Grammar: be + adjective, be + doing  
- Function: Describing
- Discourse: none to discuss here


	Assumptions:

· Students are adult learners who just start learning English.

· Students have Low/Pre-intermediate level in English but a wealth of experience and knowledge even in various or special situation (ex. Emergency in Hospital).
· Students probably want to learn basic grammar to various words used in practice.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Anticipated Errors
Solutions
Students may not be able to understand teacher’s instruction.

I will speak slowly and clearly and give them demonstration, ICQ or CCQ.

Students may hardly understand the conversation in the movie. 
I will play the movie 3 times and let easy words be in the blank. 
I might run out of time for my lesson.
I will prepare a watch and manage time every stage by time warning to students.

Instruction

I will give you a chance to pick a piece of paper up in this cup. After identifying the word written on the paper, do not read it but show action to describe what you are doing or how you feel.
Demonstration

Look at me. I will pick up one and show you. Guess what is written on my paper?

(I start running just as the paper says “I am running”.)

(Students response)

Good!

Instruction

Now, from here, please pick up one and don’t show your friends and think about how you would show it. You have 1 minute. 

ICQ

Are you working individually?

How much time do you have?

What are you going to do?

(Students respond)

(get students to pick up one from paper cup)

(Wait. Answer students if they ask questions.

Give time warning: 10 seconds left.

Be flexible with time. Give 10 seconds if they need it)
(When a student shows action without saying anything, Other students guess and answer.)
OK, All of you did a good job!

Thanks for your effort! I hope you enjoyed this activity. Let’s move on to the today’s main activity.

(First, show a picture and verify if students already know it or not. Then, let them know the words, the meaning of it and pronunciation, etc. in turn.
- Pupillary [|pju:pɪlərɪ] reflex: The size of pupillary gets smaller with light on and bigger with light off.  

- Pinna[pínə]: outer part of ear
- Gurney [|g3:rni]: A gurney is a  bed on wheels that is used in  hospitals for moving sick or injured people
- Sedate[sɪ|deɪt]: If someone is sedated, they are given a drug to calm them or to make them sleep.
