	Aims:
Main aim: To acquire new vocabulary throughout the conversation

 To improve the listening skills by listening to the conversation
Secondary aim: To learn vocabulary by filling in blanks worksheet
To practice and improve speaking skills by discussing with their group members
Personal aim: I will reduce TTT, increase STT

                      I want to say more clearly for my students


	Language Skills:
- Reading: reading the work sheet that a teacher gave to them 

- Listening: listening to the teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and the dialogue
-Speaking: sharing some ideas  about “enjoy the summer vacation” with classmates and
                   repeating the dialogue 
- Writing: filling in blanks and writing down the answers on the worksheet
Language Systems:
- Phonology: practicing some vocabulary that students might not know 

ex)atmosphere, rob, lush etc
- Grammar: n/a
- Lexis: learning new vocabulary by completing the worksheet
- Function: answering the questions and matching words

- Discourse: interaction between teacher-student and student-student


	Assumptions about students:
- Students have experienced that they enjoyed their summer vacation before
- Students have some ideas how to enjoy their vacation to discuss


	Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not know some vocabulary from the dialogue
→ Encourage students to guess the words from the context

→ If students still don’t understand the word, the teacher explain what it is, as the last solution
- Students may have difficulties to understand the conversation
→ Play the conversation again. If students still don’t understand the conversation, the teacher uses easy words to help them or gives some clues for the students
- If the class finish earlier than what teacher thought
→ Discuss how to enjoy their summer vacation with classmates

	Description of activities
Wait until all students are settled in their seats
Greeting:
Hello, everyone. How are you today? 
Did you have a great weekend?
(students respond)
(After the students answered, the teacher tell them what she/he did in the weekend)
OK. It is now high summer. What do you guys want to do in the summer season?
(students respond like go swimming, go on a trip, eating an ice cream etc..) 
That’s great!

As you guys told me, there are so many things to do in summer. And guess what! As we know, summer vacation is coming soon. So, we will discuss about how to enjoy our summer vacation today.

(write down today’s topic on the board, “How to enjoy our summer vacation”)

But, before we start the main lesson, we will play an icebreaker! A bingo game!

Are you ready to start??


	Pre-activity: play the icebreaker

	Materials:  work sheets for the icebreaker, board, board markers

	Procedure:  Icebreaker
Instruction:
I will give a paper for our bingo game. 
You can have one, everyone.
(give the handout 1 to students)
Can you see 25 blanks on the sheet?

We will write down any 25 items that you can think of when you hear “summer vacation”. For example, sunglasses, watermelon stuff. Okay? After you finish filling the blanks, I will start and say one word and the turn in a clockwise direction.

(The teacher point the direction)
CCQs:

Is it the clockwise direction? (point out the direction)

Is the clockwise direction same as how the clock goes? 

(The teacher, actually, participates in the class)
When I say one word, you can cross out your words if you have the same word. And Christine (who is next to me) will say another word and the game goes on and on. If you make 3 lines first, you will be the winner. Got it? So, let’s start to write down the items!
I will give 2 minutes to fill the blanks.
ICQs:
What are you going to do?

How many minutes do we have?

Great! Let’s go!
(Write 25 items you can think of. Start the icebreaker after 2 minutes)
Times up! So, have you guys finished filling the blanks? Let’s start the game!
(Monitoring the students until the winner decided and participation with the students as a member of the class)

	Procedure:

1. Listening to the conversation
Instruction: 
You will hear a conversation about the best place Sophie has ever visited. It will be played 3 times. At first, you can just listen to the conversation trying to understand what they are talking about. Then, listen to the dialogue again to fill the blanks on the work sheet. And listen carefully for the last time to make sure what they are talking about.
However, before we hear the conversation, I want to introduce some vocabulary you might not know, which are ‘jet lag’, ‘lush’, ‘palm trees’ and ‘atmosphere’.

(write down the vocabulary on the board and explain and pre-teach what these words are)
Okay, guys! Are you ready now?

ICQ
What are you going to do?

What is the conversation about?
How many times do we hear the conversation?

Great! Let’s hear the dialogue now!
(play the recording once)
Do you understand what they are talking about?

(give the worksheet 2 to students)

It’s okay. We will listen to the conversation one more time. We, now, try to fill the blanks on the work sheet.

It will be hard. But, just try it. Listen carefully

(play the recording once again)
How was it?? Was it hard to fill the blanks?

I hope you got the all blanks now.

Now, could you read the conversation for us?

(Choose 2 students and they read the conversation with the correct answers)

Thank you for reading guys.

I’ll now play the dialogue one more time. But it’s will be the last time. So check your answers!

(play the recording, it will be last time)
Good job! Everyone. Do you have any questions about what we did?
2. Vocabulary
Instruction:

(Hand out worksheet 3)
Now let’s look at some vocabulary, which are used in the conversation. Firstly, we will do this exercise in pairs, who is sitting next to each other. 
(one left student can work with the teacher) 

Read the worksheet and try to match the words on the left side with the correct meaning on the right side with your partner. You have 10 minutes. You also fill in the blanks with the vocabulary above. 
ICQ
How much time do you have?

Who are you working with? Let’s go!
(Monitor students, answer students if they have questions)

Give the warning: 1 minute left.
(Be flexible with time. Give more minutes if they need it)
Check answers: Let students present the answer in each group

(take a volunteer from the class, and present their groups’ ideas. If there’s no volunteer, the teacher points random students to present their ideas)
2. Conclude Lesson 
I think everyone did a good job! It is for today. I hope everyone remember new vocabulary that we learnt today by next class. If you have any questions for today lesson, just let me know. Okay, guys! I will see you tomorrow. Enjoy your lunch!
