	Target Sentences:

	Materials:

point finger, flashcard, teddy bear, CD, post-it, post-it board, tissue box- frog & bee, 
paper doll, paper, colored pencil, scissor, pin



	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will know names of the body parts by matching cards.

Ss will be able to speak “Can you move your ..?”, “Yes, I can/ No, I can’t move my ..”

    through practice.

Ss will speak about the body freely through role-play.




	Assumptions:
Ss already know name of some body parts.

Ss already learn some of the singular and plural.

Ss can count numbers.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
    If the main activity is delayed, cut  the song time or post activity time.
If the lesson finish earlier, sing a song.

	Ss watch flashcards and teddy bear. And listen and respond after T.
	<Eliciting>

Show flashcards and teddy bear with question. Let Ss speak target vocabulary and sentence. 

EX> “where is it pointing to? What’s this? I’ll introduce my friend to you. If we touch teddy bear, he will speak. But we have to say a name when we touch him. Why are you sad? I want to eat this lollipop. But I don’t know how to eat. Please tell me what do I have to do first! Let’s let teddy bear move his arms! What question do we have to ask? Follow me, and if I say ‘freeze’, you should stop. Which part can you move? Freeze! Which part can’t you move?”

	Ss make 2 groups of 2. and match the cards, saying given sentences. “this is (body)” “I can/can’t move my (body)’ 

Ss pick the cards and say given sentences. “can you move your (body)? yes,  I can/ no, I can’t move my (body)” 

Ss move their body with music. and put dropped post-it on the board.
Ss count post-it numbers

Ss listen and follow T’s song and dance. 

some volunteers sing and dance in front of the class
	1. Card matching game

(distributing the cards to each group)

*card1- the name of body

  card2- movement

<Instruction: demonstration & chunk>

-memory part

1. put 6 cards on your desk

2. see the cards for 15sec

3. turn these cards over
4. put another 6 cards on the second line

5. see the cards for 15sec

6. turn the cards over

-play part

1. pick one card from the first line

2. say “this is..”

3. guess and talk together

4. pick another card from the second line

5. say “I can/cant’ move my ..”

6. if they match, get these cards

7. if they are not match, put these cards back
*in the same way

“mix the cards and play one more time”

CCQ>

If two cards are not match, what do you have to do?

2. Post-it game

(put post-it board on the white board, and divide two 2 teams)

*frog box- “Yes, I can move my (body)”
 bee box- “No, I can’t move my (body)”
<Instruction>

1. one player of each team picks one card from frog’s mouth

2. team members put post-it on another team player’s (body)
3. ask players “can you move your (body)?”

4. players answer “yes, I can move my (body)”

5. shake (body) with the music

6. when the music is stop, players should stop

7. put dropped post-it on the board

*in the same way

-pick (numbers) cards

-put post-it on whole body 

-pick one card from bee’s back and say “there’s a bee on my.. I can’t move my..”

“how many apples/butterflies?”

3. Song

show song and dance, and get some volunteers.
