	Aims:

Main Aim: 
To enable students to improve speaking skill through group discussion and whole class sharing.
Secondary Aim: 
     Students practice the past assumption expression by guessing a criminal among the suspected people.
Personal Aims : 
I want to have a louder voice.
I want to be more friendly.
I want to increase STT.


	Language Skills:

- Listening: Students will listen to each other’s talk and watch a video.

- Speaking: Students will discuss and share their opinions.

- Reading: Students will read the crime case and each other’s work.

- Writing: Students will write sentences or board their answers.


	Language Systems:

- Phonology: Students will listen to and speak vocabularies.

- Lexis: none to discuss
- Grammar: couldn’t/could/should/must have + p.p
- Function: Guessing and Discussing
- Discourse: none to discuss here


	Assumptions:

· Students have Upper/High Intermediate in English so they are confident with listening and speaking English.
· Students enjoy participating in conversation and discussion with other students.

· Students may want to learn how to express their past assumption according to the degree of their certainty.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

	Instruction & Demonstration
I will give you a chance to pick a paper from the cup. 
Who has number 1?

If I have the number, I just write down any name in this class in my paper and hide it. Each student can give one question to get some hint. The question is yes/no question and should not be too direct. 

ICQ

What are you going to do?

(give them chance to pick up one)
Who has number 2?

Yes! Can you just write down any name in our class? Finish?

OK. Let’s ask something!

(If someone says correct name, the person who has the name starts writing a name and hiding)
Now, it’s your turn. Make sure you don’t put a name which was already used.

OK, All of you did a good job!

Thanks for your effort! I hope you enjoyed this activity. Let’s move on to the today’s main activity.

	Before we go to main activity, first of all, I would like to let you know how to express our certainty about past assumption. 
(distribute the ‘Expression summary’ sheet)

 If you have a very strong assumption like 95%, you can say “It must have + pp~”. For about 90%, should have ~. For under 50%, could/might/may have + pp~. for nearly about 0%, couldn’t have + pp ~. 

Now, you guys pick a candy. All red candies here, all yellow candies there. Let’s get into 2 groups!

Now, what do you call the man whose job is to solve crime by observation and gathering evidence?

(Wait)

What is the job of Sherlock Holmes?
Yes! Detective! Now you guys become detectives. I will be the client and bring total 2 crime cases not the same time but separately.
What you need to do is discuss and find out who is criminal after I let you know the situation. You guys may have different ideas. So debate and choose only one suspected man. Please, guess with reason and you can use those expressions above. Make sure that you have 4 reasons at least. You will have 3 min to discuss. 
ICQ

What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Are you working alone?

(read the first crime case)

Only one man is telling a lie.
Who? Why? I will give you 3 min. Discuss in your group.
(Wait)

Please board the name who broke Ben’s house. And could you explain the first reason? 
(give all of group members chance to explain their reason.)

Thank you all detectives. You can see there was no electricity that time. Can you notice? Yes! Mary did break the window. She was telling a lie.
Here is the second crime case. 
(read the crime case #2 sheet)

Let’s listen to the Limo driver’s statement. 

(video starts)

Please share what you’ve caught in the video and discuss who could be the criminal and why and also who couldn’t be the criminal and why. I will give you 3 min. Make sure that you have 4 reasons at least. 
ICQ
Is only one of your group going to speak? (No)

Are you going to say 1 reason at least? (Yes)

How many minutes do you have?  

(Wait, preparing board)
Please board the name who did murder and didn’t in the motel. And could you explain the first reason? 

(give all of group members chance to explain their reason.)

(If each group picks different man as a criminal, let each group justify why the man picked by other group is not a criminal.)

Good job! Do you want to know who was the criminal? Then You can watch it at home~
