Today, we are going to choose a business to make a living. But before we do this, we need to understand some terms that are used in business advertisement. 
 CCQs: Franchise, Down Payment, Rent, Revenue, Adjusted Net Income.
A guy named XXX takes over a hot dog place in New York. A big company supplies all the sausages, bread, and everything. You can use their name and they do the marketing for you, too. What do you call this system? Franchise. Can you use different name under the same contract? NO.
Our guy XXX didn’t pay the whole price at the time of take over. He only paid 50% of the total amount. What is this money you pay at the beginning and make monthly payment for the rest of balance? Down payment. He sells 100 hot dogs a day at $5 each with a soda. How much does he sell a day? $500. How much does he sell a month? $15,000. What do you call this monthly sale? It sounds very similar to Avenue. Revenue. Now, he is becoming very rich. 1/3 goes to the franchisor, 1/3 goes to the bank for the loan payment. XXX makes $5000 what? Net Income. One day, scary looking guys come to XXX and tell him that they are Mafia. They want XXX to pay monthly fee for using their land. What do you call this monthly payment for using the place? Rent. They want XXX to pay $5000 a month….Now is he making good money? 
What does XXX say?
 “Oh My God, I’m dead meat” I’m screwed. Meaning I’m in big trouble.
