	Aims:
· Ss will learn ‘if’s grammatical information through explanation of it.   
· Ss will know the form, meaning and use of “the subjunctive” by practicing.
· Ss will know the new vocabulary by repeating them.

· Ss will improve speaking and listening skills by drilling and sharing in pairs/groups.
· Ss will get familiar with speaking the subjunctive ‘if’ by repeating the sentences.


	Language Skills:
· Reading: reading worksheet.
· Writing: answering ‘pop quiz’, ‘Let’s make our own sentences’.
· Speaking: sharing ideas in a group and presentation their own sentences.
· Listening: listening to Ts explanation, instruction, classmates presentation and ideas and song. 



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: Various nouns and verbs used with “if”
· Discourse:   Explain opinions in discussion
· Grammar: using subjunctive “if~”

· Phonology : discuss/ pass/ reason/ prize



	Assumptions:  
· Ss are middle school students.
· Ss are accustomed to working individually and in groups of 4~5.
· Ss are accustomed to answering the questions in English.

· Ss know the meaning of the “if”.
· Ss are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
·   Ss  may not know the meaning of new words exactly.
→ Draw a picture on the board or answer the meaning in Korean.
· Ss may finish the main tasks earlier than others.
→ Give them the supplementary worksheet “making some sentences using the new word”

· Ss may not understand the meaning of “if-clause”.
→Continuously, tell them new examples.

· Ss may not listen to the song exactly and write the words.
→Let students listen to the song once again.
