	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

          Ss may find the crossword clues difficult to understand

· Ss may not understand the text

· -invite Ss to ask questions about the text or vocabulary

· some Ss may finish the crossword puzzle or the reading comprehension exercise too early

· -ask them to go through their answers and compare them with their partners’

· Ss may take too much time to complete the crossword/comprehenshion

· -give them an extra minute or two, and cut down the post excercise
