	Materials: -  speaker and  MP3 player for listening to a song
                - worksheet with blanks for lyrics and creating sentences by using the idioms
                - video or MP3 player and subscript of a scene from the sitcom “Friends” 
                - worksheet o practice examples 


	Aims: 
  - Students will learn new expressions and idioms about relationship.

- Students will listen to real-life conversation and understand meaning of the new  

   vocabularies and the contexts by individual and group activities. 

  - Students will practice expressions by creating examples and role play.



	Language Skills:

- Listening : listen to a song and watch a scene

- Writing: fill blanks in a worksheet and write down key points about the scene 
- Speaking: guess and discus the meaning of the expressions and do a role play 


	Language Systems:
- Phonology: listen to a song and a scene describing a situation

- Lexical: idioms used in a song and a scene
- Functional: understand the context of new expressions and use them properly
- Discourse: group work like discussion and making a situation for role play to practice new languages 


	Assumptions:  - Students consist of adults who have relationship experiences.
                        - Students like to work in pairs or as a team.

                        - Students like to share their thoughts about relationships.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students listen to a song and can’t get the word or the sound.
→break the song into several bars and listen repeatedly 
- Students listen to a situation and don’t fully understand
→discuss the context with group members and give students more examples
- Students might feel difficulty or frustration to make a situation

    →mingle around students and suggest easy and common situations.

	-“This song shows the common steps to fall in love. Let’s hear how they make a relationship.”
-Asking questions like” What do you think about the second blank and what does it mean?” and responding  to students’ answers for eliciting like “good”, ”maybe” “possible”.
-Explain the correct words and meaning when students get confused.
-“I’ll give you 3 minutes to think about the expressions and making sentences by using them.”
-“What do you have for taking somebody out?”

(Scene: on a first date, a man and a woman are sitting at a fancy restaurant and they seem nervous so they make some funny mistakes but they have feelings for each other)

	divide into 4 groups  and seat tight with members
	- Watching or listening the conversation 3 times and discuss what the situation is with group members
-each one has a role in the dialogue and read it as a group work 
	“What they are doing?”
“Where are they?”
“What they are going to do?”
“Do you have similar experience?”
Give students positive feedbacks like “good”, ”maybe”, “what else could be” 
Hand out the subscript and say “How about each one of you take a role and read it with your group”
