	Aims:
Main aim: To enable students to improve their reading skills by reading a news article
Secondary aim: Students will acquire new vocabulary through article and worksheet
Personal aim: I will reduce my TTT, increase STT

I want to provide instruction and explanation more clearly for my students

I will be more confident


	Language Skills:
- Reading: reading the news article and handouts that a teacher gave to them 

- Listening: listening to the teacher’s instruction, demonstration, and other students’ talking
-Speaking: answering the questions from the worksheet and sharing students’ thoughts
- Writing: writing down answers to complete their exercise handout and any recent shocking news
Language Systems:
- Phonology: practicing some vocabulary that students might not know from the article
Ex) triggering, magnitude tremor, prefecture etc 
- Grammar: n/a
- Lexis: learning new vocabulary from the article and worksheet 
- Function: answering the questions and making a note of shocking news
- Discourse: interaction between teacher-student and student-student


	Assumptions about students:
- Students have read a newspaper before
- Students might have an idea of ‘shocking news’
- We all know about the tsunami in Japan


	Possible Problems and Solutions:

- Students may not know some vocabulary from the article
→ Encourage students to guess the words from the context

→ If students still don’t understand the word, the teacher explain what it is, as the last solution
- If the class finish earlier than what teacher thought
→ Ask, how would you feel, if we got the situation that Japan had before

	Description of activities
Wait until all students are settled in their seats
Greeting:
Hello, everyone. How are you today? 
 (students respond)

Instruction:
Previously, I introduced the tragic affair in NZ, which was found in the World section in Korean newspaper. 

As you have read a newspaper before, you might know there are several sections in it
Can you guys please tell me the sections of newspaper?

(students respond)

(writing the answers on the board)
Right, as you guys told me, there are many sections like national, business, life & style, entertainment, sports, world etc.
I prepared a cup for you guys to pick up the paper. 

(let them pick up one paper)  
Okay, can you read the paper that you picked up? 

(after reading the paper)
Can you now find your partner? There are connections among those papers. So, can you read your paper loudly again? 

(after reading the paper once again)
Good. Now, you are going to find your partner and sit down together.
(after sitting with partner)
Now, I have a handout for you guys. You should match the sections and title that goes into the sections. For example, the title of ‘hail in summer time in Incheon’ goes into the forecast section. I will give 3 minutes to discuss with your partner and you can match those works.
ICQ:
What are you going to do?

How many minutes do you have?

Are you working individually?

(giving a handout A to students)

Let’s start!

(giving time warning)
(dividing sections into 3 groups on the board)

Okay, times up!

Do you think you got the right answers?

One of your partners can come up to the front and you can write down your answers on the board.

(checking the answers and error correction)
CCQ:
Is there “one section” in newspaper?

Can you guys state about ‘Ji-sung Park in Manchester soccer team’ in a business section? 

You guys all did a good job!

You can stay with your partners for the next activity!

I will give an article about the tragic affair in Japan. With your partner, you can choose five words that you don’t know. You should discuss what to choose with your partner. I will give 2 minutes!

You can start!

(giving time warning)
(dividing sections into 3 groups)

Times up!

Now, one of your partners can come up to the front and write down the words that you don’t know.
(gathering common vocabulary and pre-teach the words that students don’t know)

CCQ:

Does ‘triggering’ mean ‘bringing about’ or ‘start’? 

Does ‘devastated’ mean ‘shocked slightly’?

Instruction:
Now, you can move to your original seat with your handout. 
There will be six questions on the worksheet that you should answer for it. I will give 3 minutes to complete this handout

ICQ:

What are you going to do?
Are you doing in groups?

(giving handout B to students)

Let’s start!

(giving time warning)

Times up!

Now we can share our answers together

(if the teacher think, he/she has extra time to do activities, ask several questions to students)

(if there’s not enough time, the teacher can choose one question for each students. In this case, prepare a cup and papers to choose the number 1 to 6 and random for answering the questions)

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Japan earthquake: Tsunami hits north-east

11 March 2011
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Japan's most powerful earthquake since records began has struck the north-east coast, triggering a massive tsunami today.

Cars, ships and buildings were swept away by a wall of water after the 8.9-magnitude tremor, which struck about 400km (250 miles) north-east of Tokyo. 

A state of emergency has been declared at a nuclear power plant, where pressure has exceeded normal levels.

Officials say 350 people are dead and about 500 missing, but it is feared the final death toll will be much higher.

In one ward alone in Sendai, a port city in Miyagi prefecture, 200 to 300 bodies were found.

The quake was the fifth-largest in the world since 1900 and nearly 8,000 times stronger than the one which devastated Christchurch, New Zealand, last month, said scientists.

Thousands of people living near the Fukushima nuclear power plant have been ordered to evacuate.

Japanese nuclear officials said pressure inside a boiling water reactor at the plant was running much higher than normal after the cooling system failed.

Officials said they might need to deliberately release some radioactive steam to relieve pressure, but that there would be no health risk.

US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton had earlier said the US Air Force had flown emergency coolant to the site.

But US officials later said no coolant had been handed over because the Japanese had decided to handle the situation themselves.

The UN's nuclear agency said four nuclear power plants had shut down safely.
