	Materials – Grooming Pictures related to Job Interview

	Aims:
- To give university level students an opportunity to practice job interviews in English using discussion and role play. 
-To make the students be able to introduce themselves 
-To have an opportunity to think about their own dream



	Language Skills:

-Reading: vocabulary worksheet

-Listening: the teacher's explanation about new vocabulary related to Job Interview
-speaking: answers about the teacher's question, giving one's individual opinions, 
-Writing: details(dictation)


	Language Systems:

 -Lexis: words used in describing Job Interview 
 -Functional : Proper answer to interviewer’s questions  


	Assumptions:

-Ss have known Job trend to some extend.
-Ss know what they need. 
-Ss can speak and write in English but not very well




	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Some Ss may not be able to introduce themselves because they have no opportunities before others 

     -  Let them have opportunities to introduce themselves in English until they can be accustomed to do it. 
Some Ss will have difficulty in expressing about awkward questions by interviewer 

-  Give some easy examples or similar questions related to Job Interview.
If Ss need more time to finish their activity (cut-off plan)

    -  Be flexible with time. Give Ss more time to finish their activity and cut off the time of the past activity.

If Ss finish their activity early(SOS plan)

    -  Give Ss an extra task ; make role play with each other

	Sitting at the table by group(5students)
	(Write the words employer and applicant on the board)
How are you? Today’s topic is Job interview, this session would be very helpful for you

(Ss answer “ Grooming & dress code for interview ) 
That’s right. Then, when you think of Job Interview, what comes to your mind?

	-Ss learn if the word would be more likely used by an employer, an applicant or both during a job interview.


	Ask the students what are some things an employer would ask about during and interview and what are some things an applicant would ask. 

Give each student the hand-out titled Employers and Applicants. Go over the vocabulary as a class. Put the vocabulary on a handout.

	Groups

	-divide the class into three groups: employers seeking to hire employees and applicants seeking to find jobs. Students as applicants go from company to company and ask about the jobs.
	The teacher will go over the following questions with the students.

What salary do you expect?

What salary do you offer?

What is your work experience?

Where is it located?

What did you study in school?

What languages can you speak?

Ask the students if they become employers, who they would like to hire and why?

The teacher will act as the employer and do a model role play with one student “applicant” in front of the class.
