	Aims:

- Students will learn vocabulary, expressions to look for something they lose.
- Students will learn to respond to the person who has lost something.
- Students will be able to put the picture pieces together in a row.
- Students will practice talking about past experiences of losing something with a partner.


	Language Skills:

-Listening: partners’ speeches what belongings they have lost in the past.
-Speaking: what things they’ve lost, where they’ve looked around. 

-Writing: creating posters through a conversation with partners.



	Language Systems:
-Lexical: expressions used in a situation when something has been lost.
-Phonology: students talking about their own experiences and listening to them.



	Assumptions:

- Students already know – vocabulary about their belongings / places.

- All students have experienced of losing something.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not know vocabulary about things belonging to other people / Students may not know the right preposition for places. – encourage other students to explain.

· Students may be confused putting the picture pieces together listening. – play the CD one more time & chunk.
