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“Scientific observation has established that education is not what the teacher 

gives; education is a natural process spontaneously carried out by the human 

individual, and is acquired not by listening to words but by experiences upon the environment.”  – Maria Montessori –
Learning a foreign language takes time and dedication, particularly when you 

are dealing with a language as intricate as English. No one said it was going to 

be “piece of cake,” but I doubtlessly thought it would become a phenomenal 

experience for me. What is classroom management in the normal situation? It 
includes grouping and seating, activities (pair work and group work), visuals, 
participation and teachers lesson preparing. If whole of those techniques had 
came into the reality, how does it really work on each teacher. 

First, while I was in Australia (Brisbane) studying at an intensive English 
Language School, from April 2000 ~ August 2000, the school name was 
Embassy Language School that is located in Brisbane center City, Australia. 
When teacher first came into the class, she punctuated our class, every 
students must speak in “English only” , if you have any questions to ask, please 
raise your hand, but don’t speak your language in the class. There were about 
13 students in the class, Taiwan, Japan, HongKong, Korea, Swizerland, Italy, 
and Netherland. Our classmates tried to work together well with the rules. Of 
course, some students forgotten and spoken in their language, but teacher 
would try to give students chance to adjust, it has certainly influenced to my 

English study, so let me tell to you how am I going to implement and 
enforce this rule. In my opinion, about “English only” policy would be easy to 
explain and let “children” get into the situation. But if it’s an “Adult learner” then

it’s better to scheduling the rules, because they want respectation and 
encouraging. Lets say if try to make the felxible way to engage on this policy, 
then try to prepare three different color papers, which is “red”, “blue” and 
“yellow”, each color paper have meaning, red means you are out of the policy, 
bule means you are almost on the line, and yellow means you still have one 
more chance, be careful. When the student speaks in their own language, then 
is going to get one yellow card, and if again then would have two yellow cards, 
once again then would have blue card, final would have the red card, which is 
mean have to be punishment. Student can choose to buy biscuts and share 
with calssmates, or clean up the class at the end of the day. This method can 
help to the managing classroom and also students will have time for themselfs 
to adjustment by this activity rule.  
Second, how will I enforce frequent tardiness and frequent absenses that 
happening in the class. While I was studying in QUT (Queensland University of 
Technology), Australia (Brisbane) from Feb 2002 ~ Feb 2005, majored in 
Bachelor of Built Environment (Industrial Design). I had a lecture which is 
“Ergonomics” it had strict policies for tardiness and absences students. We 

didn’t have any penalty for tardiness. But we do have penalty absences for 

students. If I were absence 20% of the lecture, and it meant I can’t pass the 

lecture. I would like to apply this example to my future class, it depends on, 

each lesson, if the students are late for 25 minutes, and then I will ask them to 

write me a letter, which explains about the reason for lateness. “It’s important to 

understand why my students are late.” Upon 2 times lateness, then I will ask the 

student don’t come to class on that day. My explanation is: “it’s better to come 

on time for the next class.” But if absence about 20% of the course, then the 

students may not able get pass to the next level. It says: “no try no chance, and 

no hardness work then get nothing.” 

Third, how will I help my students prepare for the lesson presentations? The 

classroom is also an organization where different students joining together to 

learn. They would need to adjust themselves in order to work with each other. 

I had learned English by several teachers with different styles, and methods. I 

found that the teacher used many techniques in different methodology of 

English teaching. Such as translation, which refers in “The Grammar-

Translation Method,” dialog memorization that refers in “The Audio- Lingual 

Method.” Teacher can try to explain the variety in learning activities includes the 

dual game, the whiteboard game, and dialog memorization. There are also 

many interest activities to make students like the class and help their learning in 

the topic. Includes the picture which teacher made, and the whiteboard. It can 

help students to write something even use in the activity. Those outline and 

activity is better to prepare before the lesson start. 

In conclusion, manage the classroom activity can be interesting or uninteresting.

As we know teacher can be able to use different teaching style to supply 

different needs. Also teachers are not just giving out their knowledge to 

students. They would need to teach the students and help them to understand. I 

hope to have a well “classroom management,” which can achieve to be 1. 

Focus on fun English. 2.Ensure success with learning English. 3.Get and keep 

Student’s attention. 4.Avoid power struggles. 5.Keep the lesson flowing. 6.Be 

prepared always. Let’s try to do it from now.
