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About Classroom Management
How am I going to go about “English Only” policy in my institution?
For now, if I have to use English only in my classroom, to be honest, it’s so stressful for me. But at the same time, it is predictable and inevitable situation that I have to go through. Although the “English Only” policy is too challenging for me, I have a few of clue to go over it through introduced lesson in this TESOL course. 

At first, the best thing what I can do is making preparation for lessons completely. 
To cope with, I have to be well-organized. By the proper lesson plan, I can guess unexpected problem from the beginning of the lesson to the end. What are lesson objectives? How are we going to teach? What should I prepare materials for my lesson? How will I plan the pace? The more I spend on lesson design, the faster I could escape from anxiety.
When it comes to activities, I need to apply a lot of techniques in language system to my lessons. I’ve usually learned my English by GTM(Grammar translation method) but I’d like to take the various methodology into my lessons depending on goals. I’m specially interested in Direct Method, Silent Way, Total Physical Response, Content-based approaches, Learning strategy training, Cooperative learning.
As a new teacher, maybe I’ll be supposed to take charge in students of beginner. I think that beginners have much of desire to learn English and expect a lot of interesting and efficient activities from teacher. I can lead them in by exciting Ice breakers and warmers, visual aids, realia. 
Before going into the classroom, I need to think about process and practice over and over again. That’s my only concrete strategy on the ‘English Only’ policy.

My attitude as a teacher to frequent tardiness and absences in the classroom 
“Eun Hee, You’re 5 minutes late again this morning.”
“… .”
“Get out this classroom and put your hands up in the hall way until the first lesson!” or “pay 500won for the lateness!”
It was the ordinary scene when I was the senior in high school(Mar. 1988~Feb.1991, Joong Ang Women High school, Seoul). We had to be in classroom 1 hour earlier than regular time every morning for preparing university entrance examination. It was so hard for me to be on time except about 3 days a week. Whenever I was picked up like that, I was ashamed of myself and had complains of the strict time. 

I think, without motivation and autonomy, an one-way policy just enforce students to the corner without good result. Student who isn’t ready to pay attention to the lessons needs motivation and agreement. 
How about this? At first, I should try to talk with the student too late or absent, and then take a role of assisting teacher over them, i.e., preparing audio materials or booting up computer system. I’m going to remind them that the whole lessen won’t get to start without their help. In another way, after noticing students that the estimation includes the tardiness and absences, I’ll be negligent in that. Because, I think, it definitely depends on students’ responsibility. 
I’m a guide for my students.

When I was the senior student in middle school (Mar.1985~Feb.1988, Chang Duk Women Middle School, Seoul), I worked for English conversation class for extracurricular activity. My teacher suggested me preparation for English speech contest after listening to my reading a book. I was very happy thank to the compliment and expected that it would be very special experience for me. But that’s it. She didn’t help anything after that for me when I had difficulty with setting theme and didn’t know how to write about things. I should have appealed my positive attitude more strongly. Nevertheless, how did she just suggested and didn’t guide for me to the contest? In result, I blew up my precious opportunity. If my English teacher had encouraged me and given a lot of information on the contest, I would have more confidence in using English than now. 
If my students need help for their lesson presentations, as a teacher, first of all, I’ll check out the worksheet of the lesson from students. After finding out whether they understand the lesson or not, I’ll explain enough again. And I’m going to lead them to work on group activity questioning each other. Through making wall chart in cooperation, they can review the whole lesson more easily.
