- Students will improve the ability of understanding through the comprehensive 

   questions. 
-Students will improve writing skills by creating their own script.


	Language Skills:
 - Speaking: discussing and playing the role
 - Listening: listening to original sound of the sitcom and students’ role play
 - Reading: reading the scripts
 - Writing: making students’ own stories


	Language Systems:
- Lexical: meaning of key words in the script
- Phonology : listening to other students’ and original sound of the sitcom

- Function: understanding the context by comprehensive questions
- Discourse: sharing opinions on the topic


	Assumptions:  - Speaking in English is only allowed in the classroom
                        - Students are adults and their level is intermediate.

                        - Most students have no difficulty to get the main idea of the script


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may not understand the words in the scripts
 → Let other students explain the meaning and teacher provide more examples.

- Students may have some difficulty in creating their own scripts.
 → Give some ideas and examples they can use based on their ideas.

- Students may not have enough time for the post activity

 → Continue the activity in the next class

	Hand out the first script and give students some minutes to read and pick two pairs to read, like “How about read together? Steve would be Chandler and Mary and Anna would be Rachel and Phoebe? And Crystal, would you read lines in the bracket?” 
Then, say like “Is there any word or expression you don’t understand?” “What do you think of the meaning?”
After that, say like “I will give you 5 minutes to think and talk about questions with your partners” and go through the questions with the whole class.

After that, say like “Let’s hear how well they act.”
Hand out the second script and give some minutes to read and pick other students to read, like “How about Kevin would be Chandler and Kim would be Monica?” 

After that, also ask like “Is there any word or expression you don’t understand?” “What does that mean?”
Then, give students time to think and talk about comprehensive questions. And go through the questions for comprehension of the contents with the whole class and listen to the original version.
