	Language Skills:

	Language Systems:
· Lexical- Meaning of actions related to travel.
· Phonology- Listening to other students ideas.
· Functional system- what context the SS are talking about (Travel).



	Assumptions:

Students already know:

· Only English is allowed in the classroom

· The teachers style of teaching and pace of the course

· Most SS understand terminologies related to travel
· Most SS are able to understand and interpret instructions
· All ss have been on holiday


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· Students might need more specific instructions

-Demonstrate instructions

· Students might not know the activity they did on their holiday in english 
-ask for gestures along with related words.

· SS may not finish the group activity
· Give them extra time to finish or give them a helping hand

	-SS express their own opinion about the weather and also gather knowledge about what they would like to do.
	-“Is it hot today or is it just me?”
-Ask SS how they feel about the weather today.

-What do you feel like doing on a day like this? Listen to SS answers.

	Whole class looking at the images
	-SS analyze the images.
-Begin eliciting and peer teaching. Learning from other SS mistakes and correct answers.
-SS will grasp a general knowledge about the topic “travel” and start reminiscing about their travel experience.
	-Now I have a few images for you to look at. Hand out images to SS and go through one image at a time together.
-Show the first image once the SS start talking move on to the next image

Elicit from SS:

Remember to guide them towards the travel topic.

-What can you see is going on in the image?

-How did they get there?

-Who did they go with?

-What other activities can they be doing on their holiday?

	SS sitting in their groups

	-SS will listen to verbal instructions and follow instructions.

-SS will communicate within their groups and practice4 using holiday terminology.

-SS will also gain presentation experience when talking to the class.

-SS will have more speaking practice through a different type of activity, which is progressed, from the previous activity.

-The SS will listen to a different set of instructions and refresh their listening and interpretation skills.

-SS will discuss other elements related to travel and also learn about other SS ideas and experience through verbal communication.


	1st activity instructions:
-Assign 2 groups of 4 and 1 group of 3 SS.

-Now please stand up and move your desks to face your group members. 

-(Help them to form a square desk formation by pushing together two desks facing each other).

-In your groups find out 2 holiday location your group members have in common and write them down.
Demonstrate:

-I will start by telling my group members my holiday location for example I went to jae ju island for my holiday.

-If my group members have all been to jae ju island that counts as one. So we write that down. Repeat for another destination.

-You have 10 minutes

CCQ

-How many common destinations do we need?

-How many group members must have the same location?

-how much time do you have?

-Begin

-You have 1 minute left

-Ok please tell me which travel locations you had in common

-Choose a group to present

(note. Repeat with second question)

-Now this time find out 2 travel locations where 1 group member haven’t been to.
CCQ 

-How many members have to have the same location?

-How many locations do you need to find?

-You have 8 min

-Begin

-You have 1 min

-Ok good. So what locations did you come up with?

-choose a group to start(teacher)

“great job everyone”.

SOS Questions for extra time

-Repeat same method with these questions.

-Now find 2 common activities you all have experienced on your holiday.

-Find out 2 activities that 1 member of your group haven’t experienced.

2nd activity instructions:

-In your groups use the worksheet to discuss and come up with 5 things for each box.

-The boxes are “what fun activities can you do on holiday?” “what food would you like to have on your holiday?”  “What are some methods of transport used?” “Which country?”
Demonstrate

-Fun activities can be4 snowboarding, surfing, going to museum and many more.

-Food can be the cultural food or new food that you have wanted to try before.

-Methods of transport are how would you go there? E.g. airplane, bus, train

-Which country would you like to go to?

-Discuss with your group and come up with 5 different things for each box that you all agree on.

-You have 10 min

-Do you all have to agree?

-Can the same thing repeat?

-How long do you have?

-Begin

-You have 1 min left

(choose any group to begin presentation)
