	Aims/Objectives:
By the end of this lesson, learners will be better able to …
1. talk about sports which they like to do in different seasons.

2. collocate action verbs with words for sports.


	Assumptions:

1. Learners should be able to say some sports words for brainstorming.

2. They should guess why specific sports words go with specific action verbs.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
1. Students will have difficulties guessing the different uses of the collocation of verbs and sports words. (solutions▷) Give some clues to help learners’ guessing.
2. There may not be kinds of sports which students like to do among them listed in activities. (solutions▷) First, for accomplishing the task within class time, make Ss use ten words among elicited sports. Then at the end of class, let them use more words.
