	Target Vocabulary: : Fingers, Toes, Waist, Elbow, Knee, Ankle, Wrist



	Target Sentences: (  How many ______do you have? Ex) How many fingers do you have?

·  I have __________.  Ex) I have 10 fingers.

· This is my ________. Ex) This is my waist. 

· These are my _______. Ex) These are my toes. 


	Materials: Question and answer papers, crossword puzzle worksheet, paper body parts.



	Aims/Objectives: (Checking if they remember the basic body parts such as head, shoulder, hand, foot. 

· Teaching the students the detailed parts (the vocabulary that I am going to teach during this lesson) and teach them to match the English word and the concept they already know in their mother tongue. 

· Teaching students sentences using patterns which include the new vocabulary so that they can write and speak in full sentences.  


	Assumptions:( They know how to read and write simple sentences.

· They already know the basic body parts since we covered it during body parts #1.

· They can differentiate right and left.

· They know how to count numbers.

· They are aware of basic plural form.

· They know the body parts in their mother tongue.  



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:( They might not remember the basic body parts. – Use ‘Head and shoulder’ song to remind them.

· They might ask the names for other body parts.- Tell the students the answer and say that we are going to cover it during next class.

· They might have a hard time spelling the words.- After introducing new vocabulary, write it on the board.

	The whole class sitting in horseshoe seating arrangement.
	· Students should listen and repeat the new words.

· They should listen to the instruction the teacher makes and try to follow it
·  They should find out the particular paper body part (which the teacher is going to say) on their own and try to put it on the paper body shape. Yet it is fine to get some help from the classmates since it is their first time with the word. 
	In advance teacher should prepare paper body shape and paper body parts. Put the paper body on the board and prepare the paper body shapes on teacher’s desk or on the board next to the body. (The orders should be mixed up.)
Introduce the new word one by one. (Fingers, Toes, Waist, Elbow, Knee, Ankle, Wrist)
Steps: 1. Introduce the word. Enunciate it so the students could catch how the lips move while pronouncing. 

2. Repeat 3 times. (Who can say it faster than the teacher? Louder than the teacher? Lower than the teacher? Higher than the teacher?)

3. Point to the body part which matches the word.

4. Ask a volunteer or a student teacher picks to stick the paper body part on to the right place on the body shape.

· Pointing to the particular body part on the teachers body, asking: 
How many ______ do you have?

· Teachers should pretend counting and say:

(Fingers, toes, ankles)

Teachers should do the following steps for the rest of the vocabulary.

· Pointing to the particular body part, say:

This is my ________. (Waist)

These are my ______.(Knees, elbows, wrists, ankles)

After drilling, ask concept check questions to see if the students can pronounce the word and fully understand the meaning of it.

· (Call on a student), How many fingers do you have on your right hand?

· (Call on a student and pointing her/his ankle), what is that/ what are those? 

· (Call on a student) How many toes do you have?

· What are those connected to your hands? (Asking for the answer wrists so must use TPR when asking this question to not make them say fingers.)

	The whole class working in two groups.
	Listen to the instruction. Ask questions if they did not understand. 
· Move around and read to a friend what your paper says. (Even though it is a wrong question or a wrong answer)
· Find our your pair and read it out if front of the class. 
	Bring in the papers which have questions and answers on. (Teachers should prepare them in advance) The teacher is going to have 14 papers total

· In the question papers it will say: 

How many fingers do you have?

How many toes do you have?

How many ankles do you have?

How many knees do you have?

How many waists do you have?

How many wrists do you have?

How many elbows do you have?

· In the answer papers it will say:

I have 10 fingers.

I have 10 toes.

I have 2 ankles.

I have 2 knees.

I have 1 waist.

I have 2 wrists.

I have 2 elbows. 

Instruction: 1. Hand out the papers to the students. It is possible to give one student two papers if the number of the class is small. If the number of the class is big, the teacher should provide more questions and answers. But make sure that the student who has two papers does not have both the question and the right answer. 2. Students should not show each other their questions or the answers. 3. Students should move around and find a friend to read their paper to. If the other person has the right question or the answer, say the word STOP loudly to get the class’ attention and read out the question and the answer. Then they are good to go back to their seats. 4. The activity will end when everyone has got their pairs. 5. Something that should be told in advance is that they should say nothing except for what is written on the paper. 
If the activity has ended faster than the teacher has anticipated, then hand out the crossword puzzle sheet so that they could work quietly on their desks.

	Instruction: If the teacher says the phrase “Simon says…touch your ____” and touch a particular body part, then the students should follow. Yet, if the teacher just says “touch your _____”, then the students should keep their hands still. 

It is going to make the students confused by using the term “Simon says…” Moreover it is going to be hard for the students because the teacher is just going to point to the body parts she/he has covered during that particular lesson.
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
