	Target Vocabulary:

Clock, watch, a minute hand (little hand), the hour hand (big hand), and O’clock


	Target Sentences:

-What time is it?

-It’s _ O’clock.

-What time do you _?
-I __ at _ O’clock.



	Materials:

Worksheet and paper clock


	Aims/Objectives:
Ss will be able to know the difference between clock and watch by looking at them.

Ss will be able to read the time by practicing with the clock.
Ss will be able to ask for the time by repeating after Ts
Ss will be able to ask and answer simple questions with time by working finishing the worksheet


	Assumptions:
-Ss already know how to count to 60.
-Ss already understand the question form.
-Ss already understand how to make simple questions. (Ex. “What is this?”)


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Not all students will know the number. 

         (Walk around the class or look at Ss and make sure if there is a student who is having hard time with number. Do not push them to understand right after but give them more time to practice with number before they go on the clock-after class lesson)

-Ss might not understand how to read the time 

          (Make sure all Ss are with you and try to speak slowly and repeat).

	-Explain students importance of time

-Introduce a Clock and watch to Ss

-Ask students to repeat the words; Clock, watch, and hands on the clock.

-Ask CCQ to make sure they understand the clock. 

(Ex. Do you have a clock at home?)

	Horseshoe
Pair work
	Set a clock to an easy time, such as two O’clock / 6:40 and ask questions and answering by taking a turn. 
	Teach Ss how to read the time.

-Teach Ss how to ask time and how to answer by using the question and answer form. (“What time is it?” and “It’s two O’clock or its 6:40”).

-Continue this exercise around the room with Ss.

-Assign students to work as a pair and hand out paper clock to Ss. Let Ss to set the time on the hour and ask Ss to practice asking and reading the time with partner.
