Make one table and spread flash cards on the table.

Make 4groups and 2 people for one group.

Each group will make two posters with big specific shapes.
Make two groups.

Give them a big board which is based on drawing. 
Gather all pictures and divide equally among all. 

Now put flash cards on the board. 
Throw a dice.
Ask ‘What shape is the object?’ to whole students and elicit the answer and make sure how much they understand.
