Explanation and demonstration.

There are two basic future tenses used to describe things that happen in the future.
Future with Will- The first future tense is the future with 'will'. Use the future with will to talk about an event in the future that you have just decided to do, for predictions and for promises. 
S + will + verb (base form) = positive
I'll make you a sandwich.
It'll rain tomorrow.
I’ll marry you!
S + will not (won't) + verb (base form) = negative
I won't go next week.
It won't take a long time.
Will + S + verb (base form) = question
Will you give me a hand?
Future with 'going to' - The future with 'going to' is used to express events you have already planned in the future and your intentions for the future.
CCQ: Does intention mean on purpose and plan? Yes.

          If it’s your intention to study all night, can you use “will”? No.
Positive: Subject + to be + going to + verb

I am going to buy some books tomorrow.

Negative: Subject + to be + not + going to + verb 

I'm not going to stay very long.
Question: (Question word) + to be + subject + going to + verb 

What are you going to do?
CCQ’s:
 Can we use “going to” when we have already planned and intended it? Yes.

Can we use “going to” when we just predict the future? No

 Instruction:
