	Procedure
The rules to form comparatives and superlatives:
One syllable adjective ending in one vowel and one consonant - big 

· Comparative — the consonant is doubled and 'er' is added- bigger
· Superlative — the consonant is doubled and 'est' is added- biggest
Two syllable adjective ending in 'y'- happy 
· Comparative — 'y' becomes 'i' and 'er' is added- happier
· Superlative — 'y' becomes 'i' and 'est' is added- happiest
Two syllable or more adjectives without 'y' at the end- exciting
· Comparative — more + the adjective + than - more exciting than
· Superlative — most + the adjective + than- the most exciting 
Just remember that there are some irregular adjectives: Good (the best), bad (the worst)
