	Assumptions: - students are basically familiar with the superlative adjective form
                     - students are at least somewhat familiar w/air travel



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- students may not be able to pick up all the details from the listening passage (play passage again)
- students might have trouble creating their own responses during the post-activity (provide enough examples)
