	Materials:
           9 pictures, song words chart, worksheet 1, 2, 9 pieces of papers
           ball, basketball net(replaced by a insect net), stick-tag, big work worksheet


	Aims/Objectives:
Children will learn sports names correctly.
Children will be accustomed to the present continuous sentences.
Children can understand and differentiate the uses of “be playing, be ~ing and be doing” as they practice key sentences.


	Assumptions:

Children have already heard many sports names, but don’t know all the names and correct letters.
Children have already learnt past and present tense.
Children can guess what the present continuous is through this lesson.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
Children may confuse the use of “be playing, be ~ing and be doing”
· help them understand the concept with TPR such as order “ play soccer, go swimming, do yoga” and then when he or she pretend to kick the ball or swim or do yoga, I will ask them “what are you doing?” At that time, I will let them know how to answer according to sports.
The Lesson may be finished early than I expected.
· SOS plan: Check what they learnt with worksheet 1 and 2
The lesson may be delayed than I expected.

· Simplified the wrap up plan and give them assignments with worksheet.

	T: Now! Let’s play fun game.
Everyone, come to the front and line up in two rows. Last person at each line come to me and draw out 6 pieces of papers in a cup. Don’t look at the contents in advance. The last person can bring the papers to your position and put them on the table in front of you. When I give you start sign, the last person can open a piece of paper among papers, and explain it with your own gestures to the front person by turn to the first person and the first person try to find a right paper among pictures on this front table, and attach it to the right position on the board. When a turn is finished, the last person can pick another paper.
A team finishing it for the first time will be a winner team.
CCQ:

Who can start first? 
Can you do a word explanation?
Are you ready? Start.

After attaching all the pictures,
Let the class repeat sports names 3times.

T: Give them an instruction about sentences. Explain them with gestures, pictures and TPR.
Let the class repeat key sentences 3times.
CCQ: what sports do you like?
What sport did you do in your school?

Can you swim? 

Who does taekwondo after school?

	T: Now! It is time to sing a song.
Let’s sing a song with key sentences.

Listen and sing a song after me.

What are you doing?

I am playing soccer.
(I am swimming/I am doing yoga)

What is he doing?

He is playing soccer.
(He is swimming/He is doing yoga)

What are they doing?

They are playing soccer.
(They are swimming/They are doing yoga). What am I doing? 

You are playing soccer.

(You are swimming/You are doing yoga). We are playing soccer continuously (We are swimming continuously /We are doing yoga continuously).  We are playing soccer ~ing.(We are swimming ~ing/We are doing yoga ~ing)
Let the class repeat the song 3 times replacing key sentences.

Change the key sentence during the song to practice them.

T: Who can sing a song?

(Point to each picture to let children change words with singing the song.)

CCQ: What am I doing? (Change gestures while I am asking children)
