	Topic:  Musical Instruments

	Target Vocabulary:

Play + the musical instruments ( piano, guitar, violin, flute, drum)


	Target Sentences:

What can you play?
I can play the piano/ guitar/ violin/ flute/ drum.


	Materials:

  - Flash cards (musical instruments), small pictures of instruments (for matching game)
  - Small plastic bottles, color papers, color pencils, glue, beans (or sand), rubber bands


	Aims/Objectives:
  - Ss acquire sounds and names of musical instruments.
- Ss can be aware that they can use a verb “Play” with musical instruments by

 saying target sentences repeatedly.

  - Ss can make their own musical instruments with recycled materials.


	Assumptions:

  - Ss can read simple words using phonics.

  - Ss have learned and know the song that they sing in this lesson.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
- Even if students have learned and read, some of them can have difficulty in reading
 and saying. -> I say clearly and repeatedly.
- If the lesson time is too short;

1. students sing a song and play the instruments they make for themselves.

2. work paper (matching instruments with their names)
- If the lesson time is too long, skip singing a song and playing the instruments they make.

	<Making your own instrument: Shaker>

1. Before let students make their own instruments, show them how to make and play it.
2. Give students materials to make them. If they want, help them to make.

3. Let students play their shakers singing a song they learned.

※ How to make a shaker
1. Wash a small empty bottle.

    (Paper cup or empty can be okay.)

2. Decorate the outside of the bottle.

3. Put a few beans or sand in the bottle.

4. Cover a hole of the bottle with proper-sized color paper.

5. Tie the top of it up with a rubber band or Tape it lest the beans bounce out when you shake it.
