	Aims:
-Main: To enable students to develop their speaking skills by following the speaking dialogue worksheets.

-Secondary, to enable students to use appropriate key vocabulary by speaking and by doing role-playing on different situations and circumstances. 
-Personal: I want to reduce my TTT and increase STT.



	Language Skills:

-Listening: Students will listen to the CD and their classmate’s speaking. 
-Speaking: Student will speak by using the work sheet.

-Reading: Student will practice by reading the script and the worksheets.
-Writing: Students will take notes during role play and students will be practicing through the worksheet.




	Language Systems:
-Grammatical: Students will learn by using substitution tables. A little, a few, often.
-Function: Asking for the directions and make a hotel reservation. 
-Phonology:  /L/ & /R/
-Lexis: Students will learn the key vocabulary used in the worksheet. 
-Discourse: None to discuss.

-How to fill the answer of worksheet.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-If student finish their work sheets earlier than I expected,

→ I will ask as many students about city ife.
-If student need more time for work sheet,

→I will cut off some questions.
