1. This is a public park in the center of Manhattan in New York City, United States. It was designed to improve and expand the park with a plan they entitled the Greensward Plan. While planting and land form in much of the park appear natural, it is in fact almost entirely landscaped. The park contains several natural-looking lakes and ponds that have been created artificially, extensive walking tracks, paths, two ice-skating rinks, the Park Zoo.

2. This is a neoclassical sculpture in New York Harbor, dedicated on October 28, 1886. This, a gift to the United States from the people of France, is a female figure-the Roman goddess of freedom, who bears a torch and the law tablet. This has become an icon of freedom and of the United States. After the September 11 attacks in 2001, it was closed for reasons of safety and security; the pedestal reopened in 2004 and the statue in 2009, with limits on the number of visitors allowed to ascend to the crown. 
3. This is a major commercial intersection in Manhattan in New York City, at the junction of Broadway and Seventh Avenue. After The New York Times moved its headquarters to the newly erected Times Building, which is now called One Times Square and is the site of the annual ball drop on New Year's Eve. Its nicknamed "The Crossroads of the World" and "The Great White Way," has achieved the status of an iconic world landmark and is a symbol of New York City and the United States.

4. This is a 102-story landmark skyscraper and American cultural icon in New York City, United States. It stood as the world's tallest building for 40 years, from its completion in 1931 until construction of the World Trade Center's North Tower was completed in 1972. Following the destruction of the World Trade Center in 2001, this is once again became the tallest building in New York.
