-Teacher will elicit the meaning of the words form students and show the pictures

-Teacher will repeat to pause and play

-Teacher will give time warning to students

-Teacher will cut post-activity discussion short and only ask 2-3 students to share their opinions about what kinds of house they want to live in

-Teacher will ask as many students as possible about their idea and give SOS activities about drawing house forms for their parents
