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Popular Korean actress Kim Tae-hee is in the middle of a heated, Dokdo-related controversy in Japan. 
Recently, the actress was cast as the main character on Japanese TV drama “99 Days with a Star,” the first episode of which will air this Sunday in Japan. 
Last Sunday, a group of netizens took to the streets to demand that Fuji TV, the network showing the series, remove Kim from the show because she is “anti-Japan.” The protesters shouted that it is unthinkable for a Japanese TV network to hire an anti-Japan actress from Korea.
The group even posted a YouTube video showing a clip from a Japanese TV station in which netizens protest against the actress. 
The netizens’ attack on the actress stems from her comments that the Dokdo islets are Korean territory, not Japanese. In 2005, Kim and her brother were featured on a TV program that showed them visiting Switzerland. On the program, she is shown wearing a pro-Korea Dokdo campaign T-shirt and distributing related CDs to locals.
The Fuji TV drama series, which stars Kim and 2PM member Taecyeon, centers on a secret affair between a high-profile Korean celebrity and a Japanese bodyguard.

SEOUL, Oct. 18 (Yonhap) -- Smokers who are caught lighting up in Seoul's major city parks will be fined 100,000 won (US$93) from December when a stricter anti-tobacco rule goes into effect, the municipal government said Tuesday. 
The Seoul Metropolitan Government last month revised a city ordinance that designates 20 city-operated parks as non-smoking zones as part of efforts to heighten public awareness of the health hazards from secondhand smoke. 
The new rule will go into effect after a three-month grace period, officials said. 
The move comes after the city government implemented a smoking ban in major public squares in the downtown capital in June. 
Excluding two ecological parks and three smaller parks located near large roads, the city government will set up 34 smoking sections inside the other 15 parks to allow visitors to smoke in designated areas, they said.
"Unlike public squares, parks have large areas and visitors stay longer," a city official said. "The city will establish smoking zones in major parks, considering that designating the whole area of city parks as non-smoking zones excessively infringes upon smokers' rights."
Life
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Women should wear makeup if they want to look more competent and attractive, according to a recent study.
Most people feel more attracted to women who wear makeup than to those who do not, said Nancy Etcoff, a professor of psychology at Harvard University, citing her research. She showed 268 people photos of 25 women with four looks ranging from no makeup to glamorously made-up. 
A total of 149 adults, including 61 men, were given 0.25 seconds to see each photo and were asked to make a snap judgment. Another group of 119 adults, including 30 men, were allowed unlimited time to look at the same photos.
The result shows that the viewers considered women wearing more makeup to be more competent and attractive than those who didn’t, whether they had a quick glance or looked for a long time.
“Twenty or 30 years ago, if you got dressed up, it was simply to please men, or it was something you were doing because society demanded it,” said Etcoff, the study’s lead author. “Women and feminists today, however, see this as their own choice, and it may be an effective tool.”
“Beauty is also an ability.” “Makeup plays a bigger role in judging other’s first impression,” “I feel more competent when I wear make-up,” “All goes well if I have good make-up” and “The result cannot last for a long time, but it has a point” are several of comments from netizens.

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Japanese fans take to the streets to get Korean actress kicked off drama
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	Centenarian Fauja Singh smiles on the track in Toronto, Thursday, Oct. 13, 2011. One-hundred-year-old Singh, originally from India now living in London, England, is competing in Toronto's Waterfront Marathon on Sunday. (AP-Yonhap News)


TORONTO (AP) -- A 100-year-old runner became the oldest person to complete a full-distance marathon when he finished the race in Toronto on Sunday.
Indian-born Fauja Singh earned a spot in the Guinness World Book of Records for his accomplishment.
It took Singh more than eight hours to cross the finish line -- more than six hours after Kenya’s Kenneth Mungara won the event for the fourth straight year -- and he was the last competitor to complete the course.
But his time wasn’t nearly as remarkable as the accomplishment.
Event workers dismantled the barricades along the finish line and took down sponsor banners even as Singh made his way up the final few hundred yards of the race.
Family, friends and supporters greeted Singh when he finished the race.
“Beating his original prediction, he’s overjoyed,” his coach and translator Harmander Singh said. “Earlier, just before we came around the (final) corner, he said, ‘Achieving this will be like getting married again.’
“He’s absolutely overjoyed, he’s achieved his lifelong wish.”
Sunday’s run was Singh’s eighth marathon -- he ran his first at age 89 -- and wasn’t the first time he set a record.
In the 2003 Toronto event, he set the mark in the 90-plus category, finishing the race in 5 hours, 40 minutes and 1 second.
And on Thursday in Toronto, Singh broke world records for runners older than 100 in eight different distances ranging from 100 meters to 5,000 meters.
Singh said he’s hopeful his next project will be participating in the torch relay for the 2012 London Games. He carried the torch during the relay for the 2004 Athens Games.
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
