	Aims:
-Main: To enable students to develop their reading skills by read the various articles and worksheet.

-Secondary, to enable students to use appropriate key vocabulary by practicing the worksheet. 
-Personal: I want to reduce my TTT and increase STT.



	Language Skills:
-Reading: Ss will practice by reading the articles and the worksheets.

-Listening: Ss will listen to Ts presentation and Ss will practice by listening to the idea of the group. 
-Speaking: Ss will speak by using the work sheet and share idea in group.

-Writing: Ss will write down the worksheet and also Ss will be practicing through the worksheet.




	Language Systems:
-Grammatical: unfinished, unchallenged, in its hour  
-Function: Asking for the directions and make a hotel reservation. 
-Phonology:  living, light, ask not, famine, quarter
-Lexis: Students will learn the key vocabulary used in the article and worksheet. 
-Discourse: None to discuss.




	Assumptions:
Student already know:

-The president address.
-How the class is set up and run, divided into pairs and groups.
-How to fill the answer of worksheet.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss may not understand the Ts instruction clearly.
→ I will do the demonstration first and I will give instruction as simple as possible.
-Ss may not have background knowledge of economic issues.
→ I will put Ss in group to help each other brainstorm and have them elicit the issues..
-If Ss finish their work sheets earlier than I expected,

→ I will ask Ss to discuss about their favorite president.
-If Ss do not concentrate reading the articles,

→I will read the articles with Ss.
